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Evaluation in educational process

Modernization of higher education requires a clear definition of the tasks and the
aims reliable with the structural changes induced by regulatory decisions in the light
of the Bologna Process.

The fundamental objectives of the reform are converging with those of the
social and economic development, higher education institutions functioning as
outbreaks of modernization, generators of scientific knowledge, technological
expertise and spiritual values, cultural centers and civic promoters of national values
and international relations.

From this perspective the following fundamental objectives could be deducted:

1) to improve the existing higher education so as to meet the needs of a competitive
economy, with a culture based on the values of pluralist, active and participatory
democracy;

2) increasing the quality of higher education and contingent correlation registration
of students in higher education with labor market demand in the country in accordance
with the European and international standards;

3) stimulate motivation of participation in the higher education, especially of
economically disadvantaged categories;

4) efficient implementation of the basic functions of higher education;

S) initial and ongoing training of staff for the national economy;

6) development of a creative and competitive personality in professional and
social plan;

7) reproduction/production and transmission of science, culture and education
values.

A special role in this process, for me, has evaluation. Nowadays independent
educational evaluation is a field of study with its own specific theories, processes and
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methods. At the same time evaluation is a wider field, covering a wide spectrum of sub-
divisions with a number of features, such as evaluating the education system, academic
performance evaluation, institutional evaluation, and self-assessment program.

Evaluation has become a internationally widespread, with that name (evaluation)
since 1960 in a variety of contexts. Although we focus on education here, it is important
to remember that assessment models have been developed in other fields, especially
social sciences. It was used to test the effectiveness of national and international
programs in agriculture or crime prevention, improving health and transport policy.
Increasingly, social service providers, program administrators and legislators use the
assessment to determine the “efficiency” of existing programs and new procedures
and/or interventions to produce certain types of “success” or “modification”. The
consequences of the evaluations are focused on the strengths and weaknesses of various
aspects of innovation, and their general “results”. This information is in turn used to
determine how such interventions could be modified, improved or eliminated in order
to provide a better service to satisfy the particular needs and completely fulfilling of
challenges.

In education evaluation substituted a similar practical purpose, and it was applied
to major programs of “whole school reform” or specific changes in curriculum.

There is a lot of literature with reference to the different types and purposes of
evaluation. After a thorough analysis of different sources on this issue, in this paper I
will try to enter and to clarify the essence of assessment, complexity, and some
strategies that can be used in order to obtain answers to the evaluation questions.

I. WHAT IS EVALUATION. DEFINITIONS. STRUCTURE

“The purpose of evaluation is not to prove, but to improve’

Egon Guba

As human beings, it is natural to wonder about how useful and how valuable are
our activities. We can think of evaluation as a process of considerable clarification
of this control work over our carried out effort. A more formal definition is to think
of assessment as a “provider of information to make decisions about our product or
process diligence.”

Evaluation has existed for along time and has been defined in many ways. Reflecting
on Scriven’s early work on the formative and summative aspects associated with the
methodology of evaluation, Stake (1975) defined evaluation as ‘an observed value
compared to some standard’' He raised the valid point that any evaluation will leave
‘some things de-emphasized) and so no evaluation process will be able to do justice to
everything being observed. There can never be a perfect evaluation. Guba and Lincoln
(1981) defined evaluation as ‘the systematic investigation of an evaluand’s worth or

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merit’'. Although this definition has been used extensively and is a useful guideline,
it still leaves open the question of how we measure the worth or merit of something
accurately and according to which standards and values. More recently Fournier?has
described evaluation as an ‘applied inquiry process for collecting and synthesizing
evidence that culminates in conclusions about the state of affairs, value, merit, worth,
significance, or quality of a program, person, policy, proposal, or plan’ This is the
preferred definition as it is indicative of the breadth and complexity of evaluation and
does not disguise the problematic nature of the task in hand.

A number of specialists in pedagogical science define evaluation as follows:

Constantin Cucos: evaluation is an activity through which the teacher checks the
student training and appreciate it with marks.

Ioan Jinga: Evaluation is a “Barometer” which shows at any time the state of
school instruction, successes and failures, the performance against those designed
through the curriculum*,

Steliana Toma: evaluation is a process for measuring and assessing the value of
the results of the education system, or part thereof, resource efficiency, conditions,
strategies used by comparing the results with targets, in view of taking a decision
of improving and further training®.

For a proper understanding of the nature of assessment it is required the
highlighting of the main features. Thus: Assessment is an action of (specific) knowledge
of some phenomena in terms of their characteristics, of the state and functionality of
a system, of the results of activities.

Therefore, its subject can be a phenomenon, a person (student, teacher), an
activity or its results, an institution, the school system as a whole, etc.

More broadly, the evaluation is the activity through which is collected, processed
and interpreted information about the state and functioning of a system, of the results
which it acquires, activity leading to their appreciation based on certain criteria,
standards and through which is influenced the evolution of the system.

II. ASSESSMENT’S MAIN FUNCTIONS AND OPERATIONS

The purpose of evaluation is to improve the educational process. Relating to
the implementation of a training sequence, or a set of training activities the following
evaluation function can be drawn:

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Of finding — if an educational activity was conducted under optimal conditions,
verifying school acquisitions;

Of informing the society through various means on the state and evolution of the
training school population;

Of diagnosis of the causes leading to poor training and low efliciency of educational
activities;;

Of forecasting future needs and availability of students or educational institutions;

Of selection or decision on the position or the integration of a student in a hierarchy,
in one form or level of his training.

Pedagogical — from the student perspective — motivating, stimulating,
educational and vocational guidance, strengthening the results, training of skills,
awareness of the possibilities; from the teacher perspective: that of giving hints on
what still has to be done.

In relation to students, assessment has the following functions:

Of supervision the student learning process compared to a set of criteria established
beforehand;

Developing motivation to learn, so that students acquire the energy needed to
overcome learning obstacles;

Consolidation and systematization of transmitted knowledge, skills and habits;

Creation of an internal feedback to improve the quality of results;

Selection — based on the obtained results from different types of evaluations
there is carried a Classification and admission of students in competitions, school exams.

Certification of competence in a particular field of knowledge, professional, sport
or artistic.

By reporting to the teacher, student assessment has the following functions:

Feedback on the effectiveness of teaching process, learning, teaching — learning
strategies relevance;

Teaching process auto regulation;

Students educational and vocational guidance;

Knowing the student as an agent of his own formation, personalization the teaching
approach on students’ individual peculiarities understanding.

Evaluation’s action structure includes three main operations: measurement-
assessment-decision

A) Measurement is the evaluation operation that provides recording of “observable
characteristics” expressed in quantitative terms (score, figures, statistics, etc..) and/or
the descriptions focused on small areas of manifestation. Measurement tends to a
certain objectivity, observational, supported usually by special tools for quantitative
evaluation of the studied phenomenon (questionnaires, guides, standardized tests,
statistical techniques, etc...).
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B) Assessment is the evaluation operation involving interpretation of facts
recorded according to certain quality criteria, definitely pedagogical, independent of
the measuring instruments used in a particular method or teaching/learning strategies.

As a specific operation, assessment capitalizes on the one hand, methodological
consensus institutionalized at the managerial level in connection with specific criteria
for evaluating the previously measured results:

a) the criterion ratio of the quality of existing resources for “input” — the quality
of process/teaching activity — the quality of the “product”/institution or student, for
“output” (the end of the lesson, chapter, cycle training, etc..)

b) the criterion ratio of the specific objectives institutionalized at the level
of programs — specific objectives assumed and carried out according to existing
educational resources in the local educational community, school organization,
classroom, each student;

c) the criterion ratio of the specific objectives set at minimum- average- maximum
level and specific objectives achieved at the end of the activity in terms of performance
and minimum-medium-maximum skills.

d) the criterion ratio of performance and competence level achieved by the teacher
and the students in the last action of evaluation and pedagogical progress/regress
carried out meanwhile;

e) the criterion ratio of teacher training (initial and continuing training, gained
teaching experience, obtained teaching degree) and the assumed level of educational
exigency. On the other hand, full tapping of these criteria allows the issuance of a
worth judgment, made to the pedagogical diagnostics in terms of a standardized
formula that reveals the assessed object strengths and weaknesses (school, class of
students, student, etc.), “locating learning difficulties in order to remedy them.”

C) The decision is the operation of evaluation that provides an assessment
extension into a school mark, characterization, determination, recommendation, etc..
with a pedagogical value forecasting.

This operation falls within the final evaluative judgments, of a great complexity
psychological and social responsibility, which commits observing the following
pedagogical criteria:

a) full tapping of the specific characteristics of the evaluated object (proper socio-
cultural environment of the school institution, classroom, pupils psychological age),
interpretable at a general, particular and individual level;

b) the permanent amelioration of the educational quality in general,
teaching/education activity in particular;

c) transformation of diagnosis into forecasting with positive anticipating function
of institution, class and student development, managing verifiable at different
time intervals;
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d) providing pedagogical communication decision in managerial terms of
methodological guidance of the assessed in an opened proceedings directed to (self-)
improvement.

Strategies or forms of evaluation shall be established on the following criteria:
The realization time of teaching/learning, the amount of information or evaluated
experience and the functions that the act of evaluation performs.

Depending on the time axis result the following types: initial assessment, parallel
evaluation or concomitant to teaching (also we could use the name of continuous
assessment) and final evaluation.

Depending on the amount of information can be distinguished: partial or
sequential evaluation and overall assessment.

By combining the two previously mentioned criteria with the criterion of
evaluation functions there result three types or assessment strategies: initial assessment
(or predictive) formative assessment (continuous) and summative assessment
(cumulative).

Evaluation methods

Under this heading nowadays are included:

(1) several methods of verifying pupils’ progress in school (current oral
examination, current written verification, periodic written verification, using the exams,
practical verification, either current or periodic, comprehensive/total verification —
i.e. exam — either written or oral, practical, or by combining all the mentioned
methods, checking at the end of each chapter, verification by tests and

(2) methods of assessment (verbal appreciation, without assigning a mark, and
alongside, marking).

ITI. CONCLUSIONS

The evolution of concepts of educational evaluation traverses in the XXI century,
the moments of transition from “culture of testing” to “evaluation culture”, i. e. from
the “measurement” to “authentic” evaluation. The dominant paradigm in the 60-70 of
the XX century conferred a great attention to measurement, accuracy need, the solution
being formulating educational objectives in behavioral, measurable and operational
terms. Thus, it is considered that the precision in the formulation of objectives is
a prerequisite for assessment objectivity, validity and reliability. Theoretical and
methodological approaches have evolved in recent decades. Based on the question
“what results do we want to achieve as a result of learning?” and on analyzing the
negative effects of assessment on curriculum and training, on the trainer and students,
there was made an attempted to “re-design” the evaluation. North American theorists
use the term “authentic assessment” to describe this new concept. Assessment is no
longer considered just a way to control, potentially completed with penalties. It is
designed as an integral part of the whole learning process and not a separate stage
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thereof. In this new context, the role of assessment is to support learning and training
without “distorting” them. The specialty literature even suggests to “demystify
evaluation”: the removal of mysterious aura that the assessment sometimes has and
the insurance of transparency and credibility of this process.

Many specialty papers analyzed and criticized the psychometric model, particularly
to the standardized tests which do not measure important aspects of learning and do
not supportlearning. Standardized tests, normative, multiple choice items were rarely
able to evaluate superior skills. The main criticisms of standardized tests revealed low
diagnostic value of evaluative information, inferior capacity assessment, encouraging
the response to predetermined problems. This does not reflect the diversity of student
experiences, does not reflect how do they learn (the mode/way learning), but only
the final results of the teaching process.

The authentic assessment model suggests shifting the focus from assessing
learning outcomes to the learning process. The main features of this new conception
of assessment are presented below.

1. Evaluation should be representative for student performance: they perform
experiments, do not memorize the information; tasks are contextualized and complex;
it (evaluation) involves meta cognition; enables expression of the learning style of
each participant.

2. Evaluation criteria focus on the essential; students know the tasks and
assessment criteria, know what skills should be demonstrated. It is a holistic assessment
that promotes the principle that “the whole is more important than the part”.

3. Important role of self evaluation: students analyze their results, compare them,
review their learning strategy.

4. Form in students the belief that their work is important, and not just the results.

Upgrading the content of school textbooks

In recent years considerable efforts have been made to reform the educational
system in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

For instance, innovative information and communication technology is
being introduced in the educational process, criteria-based assessment of student
achievement consistent with the updated content of secondary education is being
developed for the further implementation, and state statutory educational standards
have been developed and introduced. Work to ensure the on-line student access to all
of the world’s educational resources is underway, the learning process is automated
(electronic scheduling, electronic journals, digital libraries), monitoring of student
achievement is being performed.

Paradigmatic shifts and innovative approaches should be seen as manifestation of
the positive education reform. The imperative of our time is to change the “education
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for life” paradigm to the “education throughout life” paradigm, hence, our task now is
to make a transition from knowledge to competencies.

One of the directions of the state policy in the field of modernization of education is
to update the content of education, which requires the creation of new textbooks with
a pronounced practical orientation.

To date, the Ministry of Education and Science has developed a draft Action Plan
to realize the top-priority goals for the development of the educational system for
2014-2016.The purpose of this Plan is to update the content of secondary education
based on the experience of AEO “Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools”.

Language learning involves formation of students’ linguistic and communicative
competences. The main emphasis is made on the acquisition of written and spoken
language skills and formation of communicative competence. Enhanced attention is
given to formation of ethnic and cultural competence. Indeed, the role of foreign
language learning is enhancing with the gradual integration of the education system
of Kazakhstan in the world educational space.

Studying literature involves the formation of moral and ethical, cultural and
aesthetic competence.

The content of educational programs updated in line with the new educational
paradigm should determine the appropriate requirements for academic literature.

In this regard, important strategic objectives are facing us:

Compiling the list of minimum requirements for textbooks and teaching materials;

Elaboration of new methods of textbook and teaching materials examination
according to the updated content of secondary education;

Multi-phase elaboration and examination of textbooks and teaching materials in
Kazakh, Russian and English languages and ICT (information and communication
technology) for grades S—11 in an 11-year curriculum school.

Today certain work is carried out to improve the design, examination and
publication of educational literature.

The legislative and regulatory framework for organization and examination of
learning material has been enhanced (Law “On Education”, “On Copyright and
Related Rights”, “On Licensing”) . The procedure for preparation, examination, testing
and monitoring, and publication of textbooks, teaching materials and teaching aids
has been approved.

A competitive environment has been created to improve the quality of textbooks.
Educational organizations are provided with a right to select textbooks and teaching
materials.

A database of textbooks experts has been formed and is constantly being updated.

Manuals on topical issues such as updating the content of school education
and improving the quality of textbooks have been issued to ensure methodological
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development of the processes of elaboration, examination and publication of
educational literature:- improving the content of the modern textbook in the context
of students’ functional literacy development”;

— didactic function of school textbooks”;

— the requirement to elaboration of textbooks for secondary schools”;

— international experience in elaboration, examination and publication of
textbooks”;

— evaluating the quality of textbooks” and others.

The Center “Yue6uuk>» (“Textbook”) has performed an analysis of textbooks
used in the educational process in secondary schools. Several types of educational
books are in effect in the schools of the country: books for 11-year curriculum schools,
trial (experimental) textbooks for 12-year curriculum pilot schools, foreign languages
textbooks of foreign publishers adapted in accordance with State Educational Stan-
dards (SES) of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Analysis of their content demonstrated that the informative function is domi-
nant, the didactic-educational and systematizing functions are also traced, the co-
ordinating and integrating functions are reflected poorly, the motivating function of
textbooks is hardly realized. The predominance of the informative function clearly
demonstrates the orientation of our textbooks on the knowledge-centered paradigm
of education.

Textbooks have insufficient focus on reflection of the modern educational tech-
nologies and paradigmas, their content is designed for assessment of the acquired
knowledge and skills, but not aimed at the formation of functional literacy, as well
as on the development of key subject competencies. The current textbooks offer a
pale reflection of the diagnostic component, practical orientation, lack of electronic
application.

Having studied and analyzed the national and international experience in textbook
elaboration and educational book publishing, we have drafted the requirements for a
new type of textbook for all levels of education, covering methodological and methodi-
cal, didactic-pedagogical and logical-psychological characteristics of the textbook.

Currently the project of textbook requirements is under discussion at the interna-
tional Association of educational literature elaboration and publishing (Cambridge),
of which the Center «Yue6uuk» became a member last year.

Membership in the Association promotes the establishment of partnerships
with international associations, expands opportunities for professional develop-
ment of authors and experts. The «School of authors « and « School of experts> are
planned to be established next year. This will allow for a systematic work on method-
ological, scientific and methodological support of the development and analysis of
textbooks, collaboration with international authors to develop the concepts and the
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content of textbooks. The establishment of these schools will reslut in organization of
textbook elaboration workshops for authors and experts. Training of 50 authors and
50 experts is scheduled annually.

In April of 2014 the Centre «Yue6uux> in conjunction with the International
Association for the development and publishing of textbooks is planning to arrange
an international scientific and practical conference on the issues of development and
publishing of textbooks in Astana.

The development and approval of academic programs and curricula for the
12-year curriculum primary, secondary and high schools based on the curriculum
of the Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools are planned in the long term. The academic
literature for the 12-year curriculum schools will be elaborated in accordance with
the above-named academic programs and curricula. The list of minimum require-
ments should also reflect the requirements for textbooks for 12-year curriculum in-
struction schools.

New requirements for the content and structure of textbooks should provide
considerable support for the authors, methodologists and developers of educational
literature, who must ensure the congruence of textbooks to the modern educational
challenges.

We plan to improve the regulatory and methodological framework for examina-
tion of textbooks on the basis of the new curricula, programs, and list of requirements:

— Introduction of amendments to the Rules on the organization of work in
preparation, examination, testing and monitoring, publication of textbooks, teaching
materials and teaching aids;

Development of new criteria for textbooks evaluation, order of the appointment
of experts, forms of expert solutions etc.

These documents will constitute the scientific-methodological and regulatory
framework for the development of a new type of educational literature in terms of
updating the content of secondary education.

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Functions of teacher of foreign language in conditions
of modern development of educational processes

The modern teacher of a foreign language acts as the teacher of a new formation,
uniting in itself a wide spectrum of professional knowledge, skills and the abilities
united by the uniform professional competence.

The professional competence of the teacher of a foreign language develops from:

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— Knowledge of how training process in various types of educational institutions
should be organised;

— Abilities to organise training process in various types of educational institutions
according to norms and requirements of educational standards and programs of a
foreign language, and also taking into account requirements of modern methodical,
psychological and pedagogical sciences;

— Knowledge of psychology of children’s age development, and also psychology
of the adult person;

— Abilities to work in uneven-age collective, various groups with non-uniform
structure of the trained;

— Abilities operatively to react to changing conditions of educational process,
simultaneously modernizing and improving it;

— Abilities of self improving to raise own professional methodical and linguistic
level;

— general-professional  (didactic, psychological, lingua-psychological,
information-communication) knowledge and abilities;

— Professionally ~ focused  (methodical, linguistic, linguadidactic,
intercultural/sociocultural) knowledge and abilities;

— Sufficiently own motivation and internal readiness to carry out the training
actions directed on all-round intellectual, language and communicative development
of the person of the pupil.

Modern teacher is responsible for result of education and the result is not only
successful passing a Unified State Examination or GIA in a pursuit for which is quite
often observed some kind of “withdrawal” from teaching for pupils and their general and
communicative formation and development to teaching for preparation for examination.

The overall objective in the field of training to foreign languages is well-known —
formation the communicative competence speaking another language allowing
graduates to communicate with the native speaker at sufficient level for mutual
understanding within the limits of passed in educational institution by that'.

However in modern conditions of development of a domestic education
system there is also an important purpose — formation physically and the morally
(psychologically healthy and positively adjusted person, capable to be guided in the
welfare environment and ready to communicate with the native speaker, continuously
expanding thus own outlook of knowledge and able to study and receive necessary
knowledge independently.

Considering today feature of delivery of Unified State Examination, it is frequent
foreign language lessons especially in the senior classes, turn to courses for pupils
«how correctly to be prepared and pass the Unified State Examination> that in turn
does not answer the specified purpose — formation the communicative competence
speaking another language. After all it is obvious that ability to communicate with the
native speaker and correctly to write the test — concepts not quite the same.

In similar conditions the communicative component of process of training to a
foreign language departs far on a background. In it the key problem of the teacher also
consists — to provide qualitative communicative (language and speech) preparation
of the pupil, considering importance of Unified State Examination to impart it desire
to work with language independently, to raise motivation to studying of nonnative
languages.

The teacher of a foreign language of a new formation at modern Russian school is
a person to whom the society makes quite concrete demands:

— First, to teach pupils to know really foreign (nonnative) language at least,
threshold level (All-European the foreign language skills competence);

— Secondly, to provide qualitative preparation and successful delivery of uniform
graduation examination in a foreign language;

— Thirdly, to promote formation it is moral the high-grade person foreign
language means.

Proceeding from the given requirements, the role of the teacher of a foreign language
at school should change. By and large during last times as however and today, the
role of the teacher at school is reduced to performance of advisory-training function,
educational function is sometimes added. Advisory-training function of the teacher is
daily carried out duties on training of pupils on employment. Educational function
consists mainly in the organization and any carrying out of the actions directed on an
all-around development of the person of the pupil during out-of-class time.

It is necessary to notice that these functions carried out by the teacher today
already insufficiently. It is obvious that the Russian society invariably develops,
changes also an education system. It is logical that teachers of a foreign language of
a new formation also should keep up to date and correspond to modern lines of the
educational environment.

Orientation of school to a humanization of process of formation and development
of the person of the child assumes necessity of a harmonious combination of
educational activity, in which frameworks basic knowledge, skills, with activity are
formed.

The creative, individual inclinations of pupils bound to development,
their informative activity, ability independently to think, thus solving non-standard
problems.
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In this connection at the present stage school education problems change. It any
more it can be reduced only to transfer and mastering of knowledge, acquisition of
necessary abilities and skills. Before school education there is a problem of education
competent, productively the conceiving person owning system of knowledge and the
educed intellectual. Success of mastering of the demanded volume of the information
confines time, in communications with what, it is necessary to find and realize
potentialities’.

The modern teacher of a foreign language it is not simple the transmitter of knowledge
or the adviser, the assistant and operating process of informative activity of the pupil.
The today’s teacher of a new formation carries out a number of functions which allow it
to take absolutely special place in the register mpemosaBaembIx 06memKoABHBIX subjects.

The basic, in our opinion, function of the teacher of a foreign language of a new
formation -is humanistic. In its basis — respect and understanding of the person of the
pupil. Certainly, what today fondly to speak about love to each child, however, the valid
relation is necessary and sometimes it so does not get to many teachers, unfortunately.
That is shown in indifference, momycrureasckom the relation to separate pupils or
groups of pupils, absence of educational actions in training activity etc.

The problem of the modern teacher — to give to each pupil possibility to open
own potential both on employment, and out of it, to impart desire to talk in studied
language, to understand the interlocutor speaking another language, to understand
films and magazines, to break a fear barrier to express in studied language and to make
thus a grammatical or phonetic mistake.

The valid and tolerant relation to errors in process of speaking- necessary, from
our point of view, an element of humanistic function. As other important element the
tool of encouragement/stimulation of the pupil — a mark acts. «The classical» Rus-
sian variant of assessment without commenting is already today an echo to become
obsolete old school, counterproductive and not effective reception. Each pupil in the
course of work should learn to estimate the achievements/failures independently, with
support of the teacher. Each exposed mark should be accompanied by the comment
and encouragement of the pupil in case of it not enough effective work in a class,
thus it is necessary to motivate the pupil on the further perfection of the activity on
employment.

The following function of the teacher of a foreign language of a new formation is
the managing director. The problem to operate pedagogical process on a foreign lan-
guage — has put by no means the uneasy. The talent, some kind of pedagogical gift, a
scent and, certainly, skill is for this purpose necessary.

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Separate element of effective management of process of training — professional
competence of the teacher. Certainly, the teacher should be the expert of the highest
level, own a foreign language at professional level, the nobility and is able to real-
ize various technologies of training during training, to be able to use various receptions
and tutorials.

The teacher of a new formation equally should be the experienced-focused chil-
dren’s psychologist, capable to operate attention of the pupil, to create due motivation
and desire to study, learn something new and novel.

Realizing in training to a foreign language management function, the modern
teacher acts in a role of the communicative person, the expert in the communications,
capable to achievement of the highest purposes and results in the professional work.

High degree of development of the communicative person of the teacher assumes
ability to communicate and find an individual approach to each pupil separately, to
group of pupils and classes as a whole, ability to work in a command with colleagues
on pedagogical shop, class teachers, the school psychologist and the social teacher,
to be active, instead of the passive participant of dialogue both with pupils, and with
colleagues.

Administrative function of the teacher assumes ability to use various commu-
nicative strategy/tactics of dialogue: the compromise, belief, rebellion, the request,
the recommendation, upholding of own point of view, encouragement/punishment.

Tutor-training function is shown in ability correctly to use a teaching material in
the pedagogical purposes. And these purposes — not only to read and translate the
unfamiliar text, to work with lexicon or grammar, to write the letter to the friend or
the girlfriend, and, first of all, all-round harmonious development of the person of a
foreign language trained by means.

Training process at modern school is based on principles of anthropological ap-
proach, in which basis — the person of the pupil as the highest value. In this con-
nection each task, each text, each educational action for employment has forming
character.

Realizing the given function, the teacher leans against principles of the valid and
tolerant relation to the country of studied language as without it basically it is not
necessary to become the teacher. Well-known that the teacher of a foreign language is
an expert in the intercultural communications, cultural-language «bridge> building in
the activity between the country of studied language and an objective reality in which
training process is carried out. Hence, each lesson is a crossroads of cultures which is
accompanied any by cultural comments, cross-cultural parallels' etc. And only correct
treatment of those or other features sociocultural, other outlook takes place to be on

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employment. Any criticism, carelessly mentioned word in educational process can ap-
pear the arrow which has been started up in the heart of a subject “Foreign language”,
is sick strike on authority of a subject that, undoubtedly, will be reflected in interest,
motivation of pupils and the teacher first of all.

As the necessary and important function of a reflexion of professional work of
the teacher acts. Without the given function the modern teacher will appear simply
by “car” which will transfer purely mechanically a material of audience and to spend
regular poll of homework, to expose marks, etc.

Reflexion of training actions — an important component professional linguadi-
dactic preparation of the teacher of a new formation. The estimation of the reached
results on each concrete employment, within a week, a quarter, academic year, ability
to correct, reconstruct and otherwise to simulate educational process, to offer other
working methods — all these are key elements of activity of the teacher.

The teacher estimates a course of process of training, introduces necessarily con-
crete corrective amendments at unsatisfactory results from its point of view, discrep-
ancy of targeting on employment or inadequacy of training actions, at insufficient
motivation of pupils.

Reflexing introspection allows the teacher to build other model of training to a
foreign language, adding new forms of work or changing a principle of training actions.
The reflexion helps the teacher to consider own activity through a prism of the objec-
tive data, the concrete reached results both positive, and negative.

It is obvious that the teacher who has an introspection at its professional work,
will always aspire to improve own model, technology of training, using thus both a
private experience, and experience of the colleagues.

Essential function of the organizer of dialogue of cultures in educational process is
represented to us. In view of specificity of modern process of training to a foreign lan-
guage at high school, it is necessary to realize accurately that the pupil mainly on em-
ployment communicates in studied language. Hence, each separate lesson is a model
of intercultural dialogue out of other ethnopolycultural spaces. Certainly, it is neces-
sary to recognize that training to a foreign language at average general educational
Russian school is carried out not by the carrier of studied language, process occurs
out of the authentic language environment.

The teacher will organise employment in the tideway of dialogue of cultures that
assumes creation of artificial model of dialogue at a lesson. The teacher — not the
native speaker, it only a repeater and the interpreter of culture speaking another lan-
guage, at the same time it unique «speaking in a foreign language> the person. For
pupils it is the unique foreigner with whom dialogue in studied language is possible.

The lesson in the tideway of dialogue of cultures stimulates the real communica-
tions aimed at expansion language and conmoxyasrypHOit komneTenuuit of pupils.
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Such lesson assumes regular viewing of telecasts, news, fragments of films, documen-
tary films about the country of studied language, use of authentic newspaper and
journal texts.

Function of the co-coordinator of the design and experienced-focused activity
of pupils assumes participation of trainees in various short-term, intermediate term
and long-term projects under the direction of direct the teacher. The foreign language
offers a wide field for realization of the creative beginning of schoolboys: quizzes, the
Olympic Games on language, competitions on the best reader, the best expert on
grammar, culture of studied language, the best translator, the developed routes for
«foreign visitors>, performances and statements and so forth.

Orientation of school to humanization of education abilities necessary for success-
ful process of knowledge and development of the personality of the child assumes In
pedagogies and a technique search of the rational necessity of a harmonic combina-
tion of educational organization of the educational process, stimulating activity, for
which frameworks base knowledge, skills, informative activity of pupils is intensively
conducted with activity of the creative, individual inclinations of other innovative
models of training and modern pupils connected with development, their informa-
tive educational technologies at the Russian school are activity are formed, ability in-
dependently to think, thus constructed for the purpose of development of solving
non-standard problems. In this connection at the informative processes in structure of
the person. In present stage school education problems vary. It cannot practice there
are some educational programs which can be reduced only to transfer and to master
knowledge, increase cognitive activity of younger schoolchildren and acquisition of
necessary skills. Before school education growth of their progress. Alot of schools use
these there is a problem of education of the competent, programmes in their work. Use
of various games and productively conceiving person owning system of exercises in
educational process renders beneficial knowledge and developed mental abilities, al-
lowing it influence not only on cognitive, but also personal sphere independently to
raise an educational level throughout of pupils. The favorable emotional background
created at the subsequent life where lessons promotes development of educational
motivation'.

Preparation and project realization «the New teacher of a foreign language»
when in a role of the teacher one acts or group of pupils which spend one or several
lessons of a foreign language can be quite actual, expose marks, carry out out-of-class
action or an open lesson before school audience, the commission where joins repre-
sentatives of administration of school. The commission defines the most interesting

class work.

The teacher of a foreign language of a new formation is ready to use of modern
educational technologies, is focused on introduction of socially-humanitarian innova-
tions in training and education. However there is a certain dilemma as it is frequent in
Russia any innovations are loan of foreign technologies.

Original innovations in educational activity meet extremely seldom, however,
nevertheless take place to be, especially it concerns the organization of various projects
as interschool, city, and regional levels.

Innovative activity of the modern teacher of a foreign language is directed on
practical realization of the humanistic and personal-focused ideas in training, design
actions. It is narrowly connected with the creative competence of the teacher that is
able creatively to comprehend and approach to preparation and performance of vari-
ous tasks, exercises, to realise projects etc.

The teacher of a foreign language of a new formation — a figure conceiving not
standard, not stamps, and aspiring to develop the creative beginning in the activity,
able to find original receptions and forms in the work.

Today as the main innovation ability to use information-communication tech-
nologies in training to a foreign language quite often acts. The given ability, undoubt-
edly, actually, it creates preconditions for additional motivation of educational activity.
However, also it is quite obvious that use of such technologies as a matter of fact is not
any innovation. The given ability only supplements a circle professional xommerenuit
the teacher of a foreign language of a new formation.

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Cultural and aesthetic relations in the
development of humanistic giftedness

Integration of cultural-aesthetic and artistic components in education reflects the
objective process of interpenetration of different forms of culture, art, the humanities
and practical aesthetic in the life of the society. Researches and publications considered
and characterized unique manifestations of integrated attitude to culture, art and
humanistic values typical for modern schoolchildren and mediated in cultural-aesthetic
activity and consciousness of a personality. The need to enhance this direction in
cultural development of the young generation, implement culture-oriented models

and standards in education against the background of the «tsunami» of internet space
becomes more and more obvious.

UNESCO Universal Declaration on Cultural Diversity refers to culture as the
complex of the more rich spiritual, material, intellectual and emotional features
characterizing the society or a social group, which includes not only art and literature,
but life style, basic human rights, system of values, traditions and outlooks. Teachers
and researchers face the tasks of discovery and development of schoolchildren’s
giftedness, including at teenage stage, in basic and additional forms of education in
school and out-of-school environment. During the analysis of practice and theoretical
models, we established fundamental importance of the general element of artistic and
humanistic giftedness as well as its integrated types, namely, the mechanism of their
cultural and aesthetic consciousness and its synthesized manifestation as personal
attitude. It refers to classic and modern ideas developed in the sphere of aesthetic
teachings relative to the complexes of perception, emotions, tastes, assessments, views,
ideals, tasks and needs. But observations show they also matter in cultural and aesthetic,
artistic and reproductive activities. In 20-30s of the previous century, an outstanding
Russian theorist of psychology of art L. S. Vygotsky emphasized the importance of
art and general aesthetic upbringing in education and artistic development of all
schoolchildren. The correlation of learning of the human sphere and creative work
of pupils and development of their cultural perception of art is possible within these
limits. It opens an entry into social, socio-cultural space having a developing effect on
pupils and their artistic giftedness, because the society has interest in it.

General giftedness is often considered as alevel of development of general abilities
that determines the picture of activities, in which a person can achieve big success.
The views of scientists developing the theories of intellect and thinking abilities (Ch.
Spearman, L. Thurstone, E. Thorndike etc.) as well as giftedness of general type
(H. Eysenck, J. Guilford etc.) are especially widely known. The types of creativity,
scientific-analytical, artistic-creative and specifically practical abilities, which can
develop at different age stages of development, were revealed.

However, it is obvious that in order to recognize the humanistic giftedness of a
pupil, they should experience school education till juvenile adolescence stage, after
their consciousness has absorbed the basics of humanistic culture of their society (i. e.
not earlier than 13-14 years old).

When there are no artistic-culturological courses of educational nature in
high school, it is difficult to sustain and develop humanistic giftedness out
of intensive involvement in creative activity of gifted pupils.

Some of them might have not revealed bright abilities before juvenile age,
but sometimes, they show successful artistic works in a certain form either in the
sphere of native or foreign language or interpretation of historic events and socio-
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cultural knowledge. It is important for a teacher to understand the degree of value of
the potential of their humanistic or, to be precise, cultural and aesthetic giftedness.
Because, future lawyers, doctors, publishers, journalists, economists and architects,
teachers and advertisers, designers, translators, art experts and public figures should
possess valuable components of humanistic and aesthetic culture as the base of their
professional realization.

Humanistic giftedness is manifested late in some pupils, but it is clear provided it is
supported in the immediate environment of communication, education and activity.
Without it, it is not motivated and disappears without a trace. Meanwhile, it is
possible to build an activity model of revelation, substance and turning of creative
manifestations of a growing person into a steady quality — creativity of a personality,
which is socially valuable for humanistic professional sphere. The analysis of existing
scientific sources and approaches allows discovering the required components
of solution of this task, because the development of socio-aesthetic attitudes of a
personality towards the surrounding during teen age becomes a condition of both
substance of giftedness and cultural development of schoolchildren.

The conduct of questionnaires, diagnostic and creative tasks among the pupils
of 8-11 grades and students, future teachers, and further analysis of the obtained
materials confirmed the possibility of transformation of giftedness of humanistic type
given a favorable educational environment into sustainable creativity of a personality,
which is socially valuable in the future professional activity, particularly, of humanistic
type. It refers to almost one third of the participant of the experiment.

As aresult, there was a presupposition about the developing effect at transitional
age stage of concentration in educational environment of the components of cultural-
aesthetic attitude of a schoolchild to a wide range of artistic, aesthetic and socio-
cultural objects and phenomena. It contributes to positive transition of giftedness into
creativity through cultural and aesthetic attitude of a personality to the surrounding
world.

The elaboration of a pedagogical model of cultural and aesthetic development of
a personality with integrated orientation to substance and development of giftedness
during the years of completing secondary education is current for schools. Herewith,
in theoretical aspect, the principle of correlation and partial integration of concept
frameworks of culturology and aesthetic as a science about the laws of creation and
learning of aesthetic and artistic values, integrity and systemacity of the surrounding
world is fundamental. Real being of an aesthetic component of the reality influences
the nature of emotional and value attitudes of a person. Cultural and aesthetic outlook
and knowledge of the basis of scientific aesthetic on the base of essential discovery of
the specific of art and historic forms of its development, aesthetic culture and its role in
the life of a personality, society and nature sustain the models of humanistic relations
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ofa person with the world. Moreover, modern science confirms the genetic giftedness
with abilities for art in the representatives of all races and ethnos on the planet.

Since the former concept of validity of recognition of only three types of giftedness
prevails: natural-scientific, mathematical and artistic, we pay attention to the presence
of humanistic or cultural-aesthetic type of giftedness in the practice of education of
schoolchildren. It awakes later than the known ones, because it is manifested against
the background of learning new cultural competences. It can be marked as giftedness in
the learning of culture, which is more often observed in teen age. Further, it either
strengthens and reveals in the older element of school education, or fades away due
to absence of required pedagogical support.

General contours, concrete manifestations, features of humanistic giftedness in
schoolchildren are discovered in their activity, studies, behavior, motivation and interests.
Cultural and aesthetic component of humanistic giftedness of older teenage
schoolchildren is considered by us as an integrated complex of qualities of a personality
expressed in functioning of cognitive, motivation-value, emotion-value and activity
manifestations aimed atlearning and creativity in cultural, aesthetic-artistic and humanistic
environment. Apart from this common line in humanistic giftedness, there are concrete
special abilities referred to specific objects of humanistic knowledge and activity.

Realization of cultural and aesthetic attitudes of pupils is performed in artistic
activities on creation of original or co-artistic products including collage and art
works, project compositions, essays, presentations on humanistic topic covering
diverse aspects of culture, art, history, language, ethics, aesthetics, discovery and
understanding of the world, interrelations and manifestations of a man, uniqueness
of ethnoses and their customs. The criterion of humanistic giftedness is a sustainable
cultural and aesthetic attitude to life and activity of a man and humanistic position in
the assessment of own horizon of being. Cultural and aesthetic attitudes directly refer
to humanistic sphere and learning of scientific notions about a hanuman being, his
bio-social environment, history and culture of countries, civilizations and legal norms
oflife. In the recent years, they have referred geography to humanist sphere as an area
of knowledge about nature properties, spaces, population, culture of every country
and history of discovering and developing the planet.

The wider the circle of humanistic interests is, the more volume and stable cultural
and aesthetic giftedness is, the more profound learning of directions of knowledge that
students are interested in is, which determines their future profession. At the same
time, taking into account the provision of L.S. Vygotsky about relative unsteadiness
of giftedness, its local-age nature and a need of creation of supporting conditions, the
researchers and teachers are called to solve the tasks of development of every concrete
phenomenon of giftedness in a pupil and establishment of an integrated creativity
of cultural and aesthetic nature. Herewith, there is a problem of grounding the
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peculiarities of building and functioning of culture-oriented pedagogical environment.
As for notions of modern schoolchildren about creativity, they, as questionnaires show,
value this quality of a personality and strive to prove its features in their activity to
people around. It doesn’t only refer to age group of schoolchildren of the first period
of youth, but also students of the second period of youth.

Such cultural-aesthetic and humanistic qualities of giftedness as perceptivity,
generosity, capability of empathy, protection and support of other people are
manifested in different aspects. Gifted pupils are involved in the activity of clubs,
studios, classes of artistic and socio-cultural nature, projects and promotions,
independent creation of art products of cultural and aesthetic nature.

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Political features and role of the International
Economic Organizations in world policy

The role of international economic organizations in the development of modern
world is obvious. Especially in recent years, impact of economic organizations in world
policy making and global governance is growing and becoming one of the most im-
portant types of influencing it. If previously, international economic relations were
mainly focused on the Exchange of goods, currently these relations cover quite a wide
range of cooperation as scientific researches, Technologies, industry, transportation
and service sector. Definitely, political interests of leading world states for strengthen-
ing their positions in the global arena and managing financial inflow and outflow of
the investments were one of the main incitements in establishing international eco-
nomic organizations.

As known, international economic organizations emerged mainly after World
War II Only after the War, it was recognized that efficiency of the international rela-
tions can be peacefully increased in a world system where economic interests of the states
are agreed and parity among these countries is maintained. We can distinguish several
stages in the establishment of international economic organizations: a) post-War period
(40-50th years); b) transition period (60-80" years); c) global period (after 90" years).

Post-war stage was characteristic with establishment of quite alot new internation-
al organizations, including economic ones as IMF, IBRD, OECD, GATT (WTO) and
etc. Transition stage is characterized with development of international economic or-
ganizations, engaged new actors — independent states to the global governance, struc-
tural changes, setting new targets agreed by the acting parties —states'. In 1961 OECD

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was established and this organization involved US, Canada, Japan, Australia and New
Zealand along with the other European countries. During 70-80th years, when Cold
War already started and economic crisis emerged, influence of international economic
organizations considerably increased in Asia, Africa and Latin America. Gradually,
international forum of leading world economic power states — “Great Seven (G7)”
was established. In this stage main features of the international economic organizations
were capital turnover, international investment activities, international migration of
labor force, scientific-technical relations and international monetary cooperation'.

Global stage in the development of international economic organizations is char-
acterized with the start of information era. This stage could also be named as strategic
development stage. In this stage economic cooperation expands, political relations
become more inter-related with economic interests, more and more global problems
are given to the solvency authority of international organizations. Global economic-
political processes gained supra-state dominance.

Nowadays, role of the international economic organizations in global policy re-
mains open questions for most researchers. To our conclusion, influence of these
organizations is increasing quite rapidly and level of their role depends on the political
features in their economic activities outline, their authority and functionality.

One of the main ideas of establishing international economic relations was ap-
plication of new market mechanism, removing obstacles that limit free turnover of
the capital and finally universalizing world economic arena. This was not something
new. The same idea was main basis for establishing United Nations, International
Labor Organization, and International Trade Chamber in the beginning of previous
century. According to idealistic Vilson doctrine, they should have served to maintain
peace in the world. However, due to the poor development of world infrastructure
they remained uninfluential and implementer of the political power of leading states.

Globally, borders between political and economic influence are closely integrat-
ing. International economic organizations are becoming more effective political in-
fluence power in global governance. In such a situation, it would not be possible to
cooperate without setting general standards. Thus, international economic organi-
zations were initiators of setting such standards for European countries and as well
as post-colonial and post-Soviet countries. Consequently, states willing to integrate
to the international community, should have to accept “rules of game” that were set
mainly by the developed countries.

One of the main factors of influencing power of international economic orga-
nizations is their influence on the national sovereignty. Some researchers state that,

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“international economic organizations gain more independence and power than states
on their sovereignty and become quite competitive”. In reality starting from second
half of the XX century, dependence of the world countries from each other increased,
transformations started in their in-country policy. In most cases, decisions taken by
the international organizations, including economic organizations carry ambiguous
two sided logic for the national sovereignty of states. Exactly for this reason on, most
states hesitate to join such decisions or totally reject it and withdraw from the organi-
zation. And at this point starts external pressures of other member —states —especially
of those who is more politically and economically powerful and such a rejection of
any state may cause “not full implementation of interests”. From the other side, liber-
alization of financial-monetary, credit, bank, trade sectors has resulted in inevitable
transformations in the national sovereignty. Expression of “soft power” > — stated by
Joseph Nye can be considered as the best word to describe international economic
organizations. In XX century economic tools were most effective method to influence
policy of countries. It was clearly stated in the founding documents of IMF, World
Bank and WTO that “states are obliged to accept several important rules that will in-
fluence their national economy”>.

However, modern international economic organizations are not totally and com-
pletely independent from the states. As Clive Archer mentioned international organi-
zations are kids of states, “part of modern governing system and their activities express
will of states™.

Role of international economic organizations in formalizing global governance is
undeniable. Global governance — is the complex of methods of individuals and insti-
tutions to manage the world affairs, whereas international regime —I is tools for these
activities. International organizations are basis of global governance, where interna-
tional economic organizations have more and more significant role as time passes®.

Let’s have a more insight view to the “Great three” — IMF, World Bank and
WTO and from the other side regional initiative — Eurasian Economic Community
(EurAsEC). IMF was created for the purpose of regulating complex of financial-mon-
etary relations between member-states. Its authorities include maintaining stability
of currencies, supporting and regulating monetary relations among member states,
preventing fictional devaluation of currencies for the purpose of competitiveness,

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eliminating challenges in currency limitations and etc'.. Effective tool of IMF in terms
of political influence is the loans issued for financing deficits of member states. It’s
considered that, IMF was much more influential in Bretton-Woods system, however,
as states passed to the active Exchange of currency system, direct political influence
of IMF became limited®. Still, having sufficient financial resources to influence inter-
nal political and economic situation of the member states and through maintaining
leadership of “gold billion” states and power over “indebted countries” IMF is one of
the active actors of the global political and economic governance. Although initially it
was established mainly to regulate monetary relations of states, currently it regulates
macro-economic policy of members and acts as supervisory body for most economies.

International Bank for Reconstruction and Development being a part of the World
Bank — is one of its main powers. It mainly aims to provide long-term and short-term
loans to the member states for improving infrastructure, production and agriculture
development, social goals as education, health and etc. It’s considered that the WB is
more neutral than IMF, however inter-related — members of WB should be members
of IME. Currently, WB also coordinates and supports initiatives and reforms on human
and social capital development, poverty reduction, as well as, it’s becoming one of the
main economic researches, analyses and statistic data base for most decision-makings.
This is why currently some experts call WB as main actor that is able to maintain po-
litical security in the world. Although only economic activities side of WB is seen, it
also supports and actively takes part in political issues and decision-making. If just to
take an example its lending operations, we can see that, WB takes into account politi-
cal aspects — democracy, political stability, human rights protection in the states to
which it’s going to lend. It should be mentioned that WB rejected to issue loans to
Egypt, Bangladesh, Indonesia and Chili as their political situation didn’t met require-
ments of WB* Furthermore, as most global information management resources are
on hands of the WB and its consultants are from the Great — 7, its’ political and
economic influence will still be effective for a long years on.

Role of the international economic organizations should also be viewed from the
neo-institutionalism approach. This theory states that, international organizations
are one of the important tools for overcoming transaction problems related with im-

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mature economic market and political “rules” If to interrelate this theory with the
“Great-three” — IMF, WB and WTO — although there was not observed open com-
petition, internal reforms and competitive development impacted their influencing
potential index and political power in the international arena.

In general, after establishment of General Agreement on Trade and Tariffs
(GATT) mutual relations has increased. After the UNO Conference on Trade and
Development in 1964 and long term Uruguay round of negotiations, there was
recognized a need for coordination of international economic organizations. The
WB was mostly focused on development, statistical researches on economies, social
sectors and ecology issues in the countries, whereas IMF started mostly to stimulate
“enlargement and growth of international trade”". Thus partnership principles between
WTO, WB and IMF were stated in the special agreement concluded in 1996.

While talking how international economic organizations influence world
policy, it’s worthy to analyze Eurasian Economic Community — an international
organization that ensures multilateral economic cooperation among its member
states. The EurAsEC was founded according to the Treaty signed by the presidents
of the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Tajikistan in Astana in 2000°. Currently it’s
a union of Belorussia, Kazakhstan and Russia where they benefit from unique trade
area and lower trade traiffs®. Member states decide on unique trade tariffs and apply
them also in trade relations with third parties.

Since its foundation, there were lots of disagreements between its’ few members
and threats of “leaving the union” by members. Even in 2010 Putin announced that
Union will continue its’ activities without Belorussia. Although main authorized body
of the Union is Eurasia Economic Council, main decision-making power is still Russia.
This Union has definite political targets along with economic mainly presented by
the interests of Russia.

It'snotsurprising that when in July 2012, Azerbaijan Customs Committee announced
that it will not join Eurasia Economic Community*, relations between Azerbaijan and
Russia, (not with any other member state of the Community) were teased.

Obviously, establishment of Customs Community caused to the negative reaction
of WTO. It was stated that rules of EurAsEc is not coherent with the WTO’s rules
and it becomes a challenge for member state to perform compatible membership if

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they are members of both institutions. Consequently, in 2011 EurAsEC made its
norms compliant with the norms of WTO".

Russia not keeping in a secret its wish of strengthening its political role in both of
these institutions became a member of WTO in 2012 to have a say in WTO as its full
member. Russia even announced that Kazakhstan will soon become WTO member
and Belorussia will take efforts on this way?. This shows again Russia’s political will in
managing the EurAsEc.

To the conclusion, we see that role of international economic organizations is
almost on the same level as political organizations and still growing. Also, we come to
conclusion that, not depending on the functionality or management structure, these
organizations implement or serve interests of the its biggest power members.
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Political anthropology of tradition and nation
(Ukrainian ethno-historical example)

This article is first of all dedicated to the theoretical question of psychological
and ideological cooperation between political stereotypes of collective cognitive struc-
ture (“political traditions”) and ethnic organisms. Ukrainian nation as ethnographic,
ethnopsychological, political integrity has become the basis for ideological and theo-
retical reflections and proposals on this topic. Therefore, Ukrainian nation — an ethnic
organism with the completed ethnopsychological and ethnogenetical evolution — is
the research object of the section. “Political tradition’, its political and anthropological
analysis, as well as political and ideological perspectives in Ukrainian ideological and
political context have become the research subject.

The concept of “nation” has its own characteristic feature for each anthropologic
landscape (that is: historical and geographical or genogeographic zone). It is impor-
tant to form a synthetic pattern for interpreting the meaning of nation based on tradi-
tionalism, inherent to human nature. Tradition lies deep in the structure of conscious-
ness (individual, collective), changing the form but not the content in the historical
process by adjusting the evolution of ethnic organisms. Anthony Smith said: “A nation
can be defined as a named human population sharing a historic territory, common
myths and historical memories, a mass, public culture, with a common economy and
common legal rights and duties for all members”'. This concept fully correlates with
the three stages of nation-building, explained by Yu. V. Bromley: ethnos — national-

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ity — nation'. Ethnos is formed of psychologically and somatically compatible tribes
which live in a defined clear-cut territorial area®. L. Humilyov divides ethnogenesis
as a natural process into a number of phases: “stroke”, “rise”, “acmatic phase”, “break-
down”, “inertial phase”, “obscuration”, “homeostasis” and “depopulation”?. Academi-
cian Bromley wrote: “generally, the term “nation” in our literature serves to outline
the community of people of one ethnonym who live within the same state. Somewhat
different spatial and political parameters are embedded into the word “people”. This
“nation-state” concept was developed by A. Smith, who emphasizes the contextual in-
terrelatedness of ethno-political category of “nation” and political and ideological cat-
egory of “nationalism”*.

Nation is the modern realization of medieval “ethnos-people” community. Na-
tion is an example of ethnical psychology transformation through the creation of a new
scheme of thinking — national identity, for which tradition of national identity, which
reaches the transition of ethnos into a state system of organization by its psychological
roots, is the basis®. Because of politicized national identity as a result of the evolution
of ethno-psychological stereotypes of the collective structure of consciousness, the
evolution of ethnic organisms in our modern world obtains political importance®.

“Ethnos — nationality — nation” problem has three approaches for determination:

1) Ethnographical, which is expressed by ethno-historical principles, phases and
pushes of ethnogenesis, psychosomatic community; this community is moving con-
stantly, evolving in the context of phase, therefore it remains the only natural associa-
tion of people of individual paradigm and individual manufacturing and productive
forces.

2) Ethnopsychological, which is expressed in group unity of many individual
structures of consciousness which are combined by similar patterns of thinking
(understanding, perception, awareness), based on the unity and indivisibility of the
combined experience oflife; ethno-psychological approach to the “ethnos — nation-
ality — nation” problem solution shows traditionalist essence of collective (group)
experience oflife, embodied in the collective socio-ethnic structure of consciousness.

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3) Political, which synthesizes ethnic psychology, ethnogenetic evolution and im-
pact of natural and geographical factors on socio-ethnic processes in politico-histor-
ical, culturally-political, historically-civilizational contexts; the “ethnos — national-
ity — nation” problem is considered as ethnic reflection of the political community,
embodied in political traditions, political culture, political stereotypes of ethnic psy-
chology, conservative stereotypes of social psychology, the essential nationalist ideo-
logical manifestations.

These approaches are combined into a single socio-cultural anthropological
plane as the object of political and anthropological analysis. “Ethnos — national-
ity — nation” problem better describes the relationship between individual and col-
lective (group) psychology based on the example of conservative political and legal
stereotypes reflected in the political traditionalism. Synthesis of Bromley, Humilyov,
Smith views on the ethnic history movement allows to characterize psychological
and political factors of interdependent collective and individual consciousness in the
context of correlation of state and private ethnic organisms, ethnic and national con-
sciousness of a person, presence of ethnic and civic nationalism as indispensable in
their conservative historical and political manifestations of positive forms of tradi-
tionalist stereotypes.

The chosen socio-cultural anthropological methodology allows to explain two
universal categories of political anthropology in this section: negative traditionalism
(for Ukrainians: demoanarchy) and positive traditionalism (for Ukrainians: national-
conservatism). Examples of the latter: the absolute and the conservative monarchy,
which was a form of government for certain periods of Ukrainian historical process.
The most clearly it is represented by separate periods of Kievan Rus, Kingdom of
Galicia-Volhynia, in Zaporizhian Host of Bohdan Khmelnitsky (1648-1657) and in
the Ukrainian State of P. Skoropadskiy (1918). The recognition of the nation, the
need of its nationhood as a priority item is a characteristic feature of “positive” tra-
ditionalism. It turns the ordinary conservatism of social consciousness into the po-
litical national-conservatism which is a combination of cultural, ethnic and national
traditionalism and totally rejects any liberal-democratic tendencies. Democracy in its
western sense is a non-traditional product for Ukrainian historical and socio-political
process. The things which are regarded as democratic freedoms of a person in West-
ern Europe, always have led to anarchy under Ukrainian conditions (disorientation
of collective structure of consciousness, as opposed to ethnocentric organization of
collective structure of consciousness). That is why the creation of “democratic” system
of freedoms and legal values must be integrated to national-conservatism.

Political and psychological demoanarchy came to the Ukrainian lands after the
liberal revolution of consciousness of Kievan Rus residents in 1068 and transformed
to civil wars of 1132-1240 and 1659-1687 years. The third period of demoanarchy is
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the period of 1917-1921. The catalyst of this negative process in Ukrainian history
has been and is now the trade-oligarchic class, in other words — big international
capital — position of financiers for whom the state with its instrument of violence is
amacroeconomic unit, and nation emerges as the market environment of consumers.
Trying to help to establish democracy of “western” pattern, the large capital (whether it
wants it or not) creates conditions for anarchy development through the liberalization
of policy and demoralization of consciousness, which results in the ruin of the collec-
tive consciousness (in particular, perception of radical political ideologies, which is in-
stitutionalized by the establishment of dictatorship; another loss of national sover-
eignty). Demoanarchy turns its attention to biological existence, instinctive needs,
while national-conservatism with the help of customary and fundamentalist ways
fights throughout the historical process for the spiritual plane of a human, for con-
sciousness as of an individual so of a community. Therein lies a profound separation of
two political and anthropological categories traditional for Ukrainian ethnohistory.

Democracy can be realized only after the implementation of interior national
policy of conservatism as a proper policy of centralization in self-administration,
in particular with respect to certain national minorities as ensuring of fairness and
morality of parliamentary elections, absence of political, clan-oligarchic interests in
government representative bodies. The foregoing is the democracy in Ukrainian con-
ditions, the immutable principle of which shall be reliance on Ukrainian tradition. Its
content should not be liberal but national. Only the construction of conservatism, in
my opinion, will allow building the democracy in Ukraine, which is enabled by specific
Ukrainian ethnic psychology, rather than large international capital.

Negative traditionalism and positive traditionalism are the categories of political
anthropology in scientific context and stereotypes of collective (socio-ethnic) struc-
ture of consciousness in psychological context. Experience of Ukrainian historical
process demonstrates the identity of concept of positive traditionalism to conserva-
tive political ideology, while the concept of negative traditionalism can be analyzed
through an example of ideological interaction of democracy and liberalism of western
(protestant) type provided practical application of the results of this interaction in
Ukrainian realities. Ethnic psychology of Ukrainians is determined by individualism
and traditionalist isolation (cultural and economic conservatism), in the result of
which the practical development of liberal democratic values leads to chaos of col-
lective consciousness. Ethnopsychological chaos of collective consciousness can be
easier to explain politologically: anarchy.

It is important for political anthropology to analyze the ethnic psychology of
study group of people, community. However, shifting to the regular characteristic of

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political psychology of a human group (at the base of ethnic psychology) it is impor-
tant to specify a purely politological ideological dimension. The problematic of two
universal categories of political anthropology, materialized in the collective structure
of consciousness (positive traditionalism, negative traditionalism), through the ex-
ample of Ukrainian ethnos, force to solve the global philosophical task on the objective
distinction of subjective ideas. On the one hand — conservatism, on the other —
liberalism. Becoming subjects of political psychology, they affect the object — the
consciousness of the human community. In this process of influence the products
of interaction, materialized in ideological and political context (i. e., legitimized psy-
chologically), are formed: nationalism, anarchism. That is, the interaction between the
philosophical idea and collective structure of consciousness is materialized politically.
It reveals the term “politicization of consciousness” Complementary products of ideas
and people appear due to “adding the own” — a compulsory addition of traditional.
Only subjective preciseness in subjective ideological of political science allows to find
traditional (ethnic and anthropological) in global (ideological and philosophical).
Each ethnos has its own traditional criteria of global transformation of philosophi-
cal ideas into political ideologies. Put simply, political anthropology lets us see why
Ukrainian conservatism or liberalism differs from global ideological and philosophical
originals. This result is impossible without characteristics of products of consciousness
politicization. The following is important for political anthropologist in Ukrainian con-
ditions: ideological and psychological interaction between conservatism, nationalism,
fundamentalism, ideological and psychological interaction between democracy, liber-
alism, anarchism, finding a purely Ukrainian traditionalist aspects in such interactions.

It would be correct to combine all the foreign for Ukrainian consciousness ideo-
logical concepts methodologically under a neutral category “demoliberalizm” which,
by spreading, leads to the traditionally “negative demoanarchy”.

Positive traditionalism is an aggregation of ethnic and political psychology stereo-
types which is politico-ideologically closest to nation-centric conservatism. The ide-
ology of national conservatism is to strive for building of a conservative (in cultural,
ethnic, ideological and political sense) society and democratic state machine and,
therefore, traditionalist system of constitutional law by means of detection and re-
covery of ethnopsychological tradition. Hereunder, democracy is understood not in
oligarchic-capitalist or socialist interpretation, but as the rule of law, the possibility
of building a legal country and legal state instrument of “violence” on the basis of the
national self-conscious society'. The modern processes of globalization are dangerous
for unconscious mass of our society. Political anthropology proposes the solution of
the problem by theoretical research platform: “traditionalism — fundamentalism —

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conservatism’, three principles of which mean separate self-consciousness of ethno-
phor in historical and political aspects'.

The above scientific and methodological ideas are examples of practical appli-
ance of traditionalistic approach in political anthropology. The latter was suggested
by me in the work Traditionalist approach in political anthropology?®. The main points of
the approach are:

a) each individual as a bearer of both individual and collective structures of
consciousness at the same time, united by socio-ethnic identification produces and
treats hereditary patterns of the worldview, the prerequisite of which was, is and will
be political psychology;

b) psychological stereotypes are based on evolutionism and heredity, which
produce custom, traditionalism in reproduction of certain thoughts, actions, events —
tradition;

c) any substance which is cycling is its evolution, has different form but in time
plane it repeats the content which allows to determine the tradition as a static formula
of historical process dynamics, as the psychology of the historical process;

d) stereotypical traditional thinking and worldview, interaction with which is
necessary for successful political game in the process of state building and state
management is inherent to ethnic psychology.

Traditionalism is an ideology-driven philosophical theory of evolutionary cycles
which values “the own” more than “the foreign”, is psychologically oriented to fam-
ily, nepotism, and economically — to private property. It shows great promise as a
political ideology. Political anthropology is a scientific benchmark for political insti-
tutionalization of traditionalism.

Traditionalist ideology provides the rule of traditions, and nationalist ideology
stresses on the rule of nations. However, the traditionalist approach in political anthro-
pology legitimizes the evolution of social and ethnic organisms. These organisms are
developed, first of all, in the context of mass psychology, whereas the ethnic side of the
psychology is corrected by the already acquired common “customness” — tradition. It
means that traditionalism is greater than nationalism due to its faith in “the own”. The
two ideologies are much related, especially in terms of ethnocentrism, mythologizing
of the past. Obviously, the nationalist idea came out from honoring of traditions which
serve as a “unifying platform”

In its turn, conservatism and nationalism are mutually integrated ideological
notions (in the process of political history, at the level of the structure of collective

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consciousness, simply said: in political psychology of general public). Tradition, tra-
ditionalism as a psychological reflection of abstract philosophical and genetic succes-
sion, perform a role of basis for perception of politicized superstructure of nationalism,
conservatism, traditionalism by ethnic organism. There is one ideological founda-
tion — tradition, craving of ethnic psychology of each individual to traditional and
customary ritual.

The world-historical process offers us, as the most globally understandable, the
ethnic tradition. Therefrom we have ethnocentrism. Integrated complementarity of
ethnocentric philosophical and political ideologies allows making valuable conclu-
sions for political context (management, psychology, technology). For example:
nationalism is integrated into the concept of conservatism within the historical pro-
cess. We can go further: nationalism is a form of traditionalism and conservatism
which in institutional (also in partological) sense was separated during the XIX* cen-
tury; in the XX™ century it acquired a more radical meaning psychologically. Radical-
ity of nationalism is the most susceptible form of the national liberation struggle of a
particular ethnos, expressed in ethnic nationalism, as it was written by Anthony Smith.
However, on the level of the state organization of ethnic society — “statised nation”
(this concept I used in my Studies on the theory of sociocultural anthropology, Vinnytsia,
2013), nationalism becomes a form of public nationalism (“civil” by Anthony Smith')
and can perform a positive role only through the transfer of collective psychological
emphasis on the plane of “nationhood” (synonym — state-centricity).

T. Tsymbal writes that “psychological microclimate” of each nation composes
“the indispensable precondition of psychological comfort” Thus, psychological micro-
climate serves as traditional customs, that is the only political and ideological form to
ensure of this microclimate and its comfort is ideological traditionalism. The latter in
political sense is provided by nationalism at the unofficial and by conservatism at the
state level of social history.

Taras Tsymbal continues his thinking: “The blur of these associations (local class
structures — V. M.) is in unison with a running and self-organizing nature of local social
life, which rarely comes into formal and explicit forms (in particular, social structures of
each nation, except for international oligarchy, are built in different ways — V.M.), and
allows for substantial uncertainty in its periphery. A subject, which will see a particular
ethnic group in this nation and call it nation, is in need to convert an ethnic group into a
nation: it may be the aristocracy or national intellectuals — depending on how specific
local circumstances are developed”? His views are fully shared by V. Lypynsky, who in his
Letters to fellow farmers also highlights the overall ambiguity of the national intelligence

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role in the state-building. This role can be either positive or negative. An example of the
positive role Lypynsky finds, for example, in Ukrainian szlachta (nobility) of the XVI*-
XVIII* centuries. This concept of positive influence of “noble aristocracy” on retention
of Ukrainian culture, and thus ethnic psychology that allowed in 1648 to restore the state,
Lypynsky concludes in the published in 1909 in Krakow book “The nobility in Ukraine:
Its role in the Ukrainian people life”.

M. Zabarevsky in his work Vyacheslav Lypynsky and his thoughts about Ukrainian
nation and state (Augsburg, 1946) provides, in my opinion, the fullest analysis of this
work: “On the one hand, this book is a scientific treatise, in which based on the works
of Poles it is proved that the nobility of right bank Ukraine are direct descendants of
the old Ukrainian families, that even in anthropological perspective they are very dif-
ferent from the real Polish nobility in ethnographic Poland; on the other hand, thisis a
passionate manifesto, passionate appeal to right bank polonised nobility for it to realize
the obligations towards Ukrainian people, felt the need to link its fate with their fate
and to work for the benefit of the native land ...” Zabarevsky provides a quotation of
Lypynsky regarding the necessity of joining of “Ukrainian noble aristocracy” to Ukrai-
nian centrical political movement and the necessity of acquiring by this aristocracy of
the main role in Ukrainian political elite of that time: “We are to define our position
to Ukrainian people who is waking up, because we remember that “chain people will
unchain soon”, that if not today, then tomorrow they will ask us about our works.
And they will ask us: you who possess such a large piece of land, you who have lived
with the help of our work during centuries, what have you done for us and for our
Motherland? What will we reply them? What will we tell them when they look to the
history of their cultural institutions, their “Prosvita’s”, their publishers, their scientific
communities and when they see that there are no aristocratic surnames; when they see
that those who did not want to give land to peasants, saying that he needed “culture”
only, having kept the land in their possession by themselves, did absolutely nothing
for the rise of their culture!”".

The quote is relevant today. A similar reproach can be made to contemporary intel-
lectuals and modern Ukrainian (not internationalized) business elites who see them-
selves as unprecedented patriots, not doing anything for the materialization of this pa-
trioticidea. Thisis a tragedy of Ukrainian intellectuals throughout the historical process.

Any ethnos has a class of intellectuals, or intellectuals-aristocrats (the same nobil-
ity in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth), which has a leading political role in the
society. This phenomenon is axiomatic traditional for each ethnic organism. Under
conditions of another demoanarchy invasion of liberalization through globalization

(internationalized averaging) of consciousness, Ukrainian society is close to the to-
tal loss of genetic intellectual aristocracy, without which the ethnic organism cannot
be federally internationalized. It is not for the first time in Ukrainian ethnohistorical
process. The loss of conscious intellectuals can be observed during the mentioned
demoanarchy periods of 1132-1240, 1659-1687, 1709-1764, 1921-1933. The key
challenge of scientific category transformation of traditionalism into the political ide-
ology is the revival of the intellectual and material strength of intellectuals through
heredity as cultural and political preservation of elite tradition. In this context, intellec-
tuals are transformed into “national aristocracy” and “leaders of the nation”, as written
by M. Hrushevsky, V. Lypynsky and D. Dontsov.

To characterize the current state of ethnic psychology and political traditional-
ism in Ukrainian ethnostate organism, Lypynsky’s methodology is the best according
to which ochlocracy of 1991, due to globalization, liberalization and tycooniation of
the ruling organization transformed into “demoliberal anarchy”, if comply with the
worked out political and anthropological terminology above.

In particular, V. Lypynsky wrote: “democracy means a method of aristocracy of
such a nation which under the influence of chaotic material development and under
the influence of their own or foreign colonial expansion has already mixed socially and
racially that the natural groupings of working people (which are physically, spiritually,
and financially related classes) have decayed in it; where... instead of division into
classes, there is a chaotic conglomerate of units, mutually foreign to themselves, mutu-
ally hating themselves and relating to one national body with the remains of national
and state organizations that had developed under the ruling of previous classocratical
or ochlocratical aristocracy”

Lypynsky considers the “classocratical” form of internal political organization,
which is a synonym of political and ideological categories of “conservatism” and identi-
cal to political and anthropological formula “traditionalism — fundamentalism — con-
servatism’, to be the best for Ukrainian society. M. Zabarevsky underlines: “Lypynsky
calls classocratia a method of organization of such a nation, which during its material
and spiritual development has already clearly divided into integral classes which per-
sonally and directly possess their means of production and are firmly connected inside
by the same method of material work and the same psyche. The sameness of the psyche
follows both from the same method of work, and from their internal ethnic connec-
tion and common historical tradition”". It is worth to stress that in some aspects the
understanding of a state as a national organism, Lypynsky approaches to the theory
of ethnic passionarity of Lev Humilyow.

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So, shortreflections on the variants of “tradition” ideologization in Ukrainian eth-
no-historical context allows to make the following conclusions: 1) traditionalism in its
national and conservative (or “positive” from the point of view of political anthropol-
ogy) interpretation is able to take an empty niche of a leading state-building ideology
for Ukrainian nation; 2) Ukrainian ethno-psychological environment throughout its
historical evolution at each attempt to build its own national statehood has always
been managed first of all by “tradition”; 3) conditions of ethnohistorical transforma-
tions formed for Ukrainian ethnic community special kind of “preservation of social
traditions”, which noted the existence of two political traditionalisms in the collective
world outlook of Ukrainians (negative and positive), the criterion for the classification
of which has become the corresponding dominance of negative or positive attitude to
the primacy of the state in the individual structure of ethnic consciousness.

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Successful practice of re-symbolization in
the post-communist Baltic States

Formulation of the problem and definition of key terms. Politics is a networking
communication space where the various symbolic forms operate. The last ones we
understand as both creators and re-transmitters of semantic structures — ideas, values,
images, opinions, interpretations, concepts and other cognitive structures. At the
stage of serious political changes symbolic forms become strong resources of power,
whereby state and public institutions carry out their self-representation, legitimation
and promotion of certain images of reality (world view), and fulfill the positioning of
social actors in the socio-economic, political and cultural spheres. In this case symbolic
dynamics of the transition process is determined by the use of re-symbolization
technology. Under re-symbolization we understand the mechanism of deconstructing
the old socio-political image of the world and creating a new symbolic pattern relevant
to the historical and social necessity. As a result of re-symbolization there are several
effects: articulation of changing social pretensions, reproduction of updated system of
power relations, formation of a new ideological identity of a social community.

Recently the problem ofimplementation of re-symbolization has sharply actualized
for the Ukrainian state, which is going through a painful transit to the democratic
regime with rule of law. Some attempts to form a holistic symbolic imprint of political
reality are difficult to be called productive at this stage. Therefore it makes sense to turn
to the successful practice of rotating the symbolic forms which is fixed in international
past. In this context the Baltic experience is particularly interesting.

Main material. The essence of the post-Soviet transit in the Baltic States (Estonia,
Lithuania, Latvia) assumed a gradual switch-over to a democratic way of functioning of
the political system. Therefore the legitimation of the new order had to follow in close
conjunction with the declaration of the benefits of democratization on the one hand
and criticism of the former communist regime on the other. In connection with this,
re-symbolization of political space in these countries took place in several directions
and included: re-ideologisation, significant institutional reforms, restoration of historical
justice, and consistent policy of historical memory. Let us consider in more detail.

First of all Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia are brought together by their unequivocal
opinions on the events of 1940 and the accession to the USSR. Therefore, at the
time of the collapse of the communist system, societies in these countries had been
consolidated on the basis of departure from the Soviet Union. Orientation for
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entry into the united Europe had opened the unprecedented (of depth, speed, and
efficiency) opportunities for the system reforms.

An illustrative example of re-ideologisation is that political forces that came to
power in Estonia in 1992, went to the polls with the slogan “Let’s clean the area from
the old!”. They proceeded from the fact that the Soviet economy had not left anything
useful for Estonian society'. So policy of establishing the effective functional institutions
(based on legality and democratic procedures) was resolutely proclaimed.

Also one of the conditions of legitimization of reforming post-Soviet Baltic
regimes was the dissident past of their political leaders. For example, the fate of
social acceptance of L. Meri (Conservative Bloc “Fatherland”), the future President
of Estonia, was largely determined already in the period of existence of the Soviet
state because of his clear strategy, which did not coincide with the official line of the
Soviet party. Such a scenario of political legitimation can be observed in Lithuania and
Latvia. The benefit of the effectiveness of this position is indicated by the fact that the
presidents of the above mentioned states were associated with popular democratic
projects. The public support of these projects had created the legitimizing optimum
directly for their authors, many of whom had the fate of dissidents (“Sajadis” —
V. Landsbergis, “The Latvian way” — A. Gorbunov).

Eloquent testimony to the aspirations aimed at updating the governing system
was also blocking ways for representatives of the communist nomenklatura to obtain
ruling positions. Post-communist Eastern Europe was the first region that embraced
lustration as a method of transitional justice® Lustration as a whole had been a valuable
contribution to “consolidation of emerging democracy”. Lustration had made
bureaucratic institutions that were useful to the new democracies and helped them
dismantle the communist domination. It had helped to create better conditions for free
and fair political competitions as well as the rule of law and spirit of constitutionalism?.
Thus, the break with the Soviet past in Estonia was symbolized by the age of the new
leaders of the country: at the time of the electing the Prime Minister was 33 years,
the Minister of Internal Affairs — 29, the Minister of Defense — 28, the Minister of
Foreign Affairs — 27 years. New managers had come to power through free elections
and enjoyed a high electoral support. Thus lustration had helped “to refresh” the
legal profession and stabilize democratic constitutional and legal culture. Lustration
had brought transparency to the elites of the financial, banking and key industrial

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spheres and removed the former corrupted nomenklatura from its positions. It is also
worth to be noted that in Estonia the Communist Party could not to implement self-
transformation as in other countries, and in 1992 it was dissolved.

Next direction of re-symbolization in the post-Soviet transit in the Baltic countries
was defined with plenty of hardware Cabinet reshufles. In the period from 1990 to 1999
(which, in our opinion, can be considered as a substantially completed diffusion of Baltic
states into the European identity) there were 7 government reshuffles in Estonia, 8 — in
Lithuania, and 11 in Latvia. As is known the role of governing institutions increases in
the situation of political transformation. The failure of power institutions to provide the
requested efficiency turns to them into the crisis. Thereat there were fairly high expectations
to the governments of Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia that they were not able to meet. Each
regular failure was followed by resignation that in democratic systems is the best (in some
meaning) tool of resolving conflicts and neutralizing the effects of the crisis.

Also speaking about significant institutional changes as a symbol of breaking
with the old system we should mention the judicial reforms in the considered
Baltic countries. Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia as well suffered from high levels of
corruption in their own judicial systems. But the key to success in all three cases
was in that the judicial system had not been reformed on the base of the Soviet
model, but virtually created from scratch in accordance with the requirements of the
European Union. All three countries faced with specific problems, and each solved
them in its own way. So, by the end of 1994 in Estonia a new three-tier judicial system
had launched (replacing the Soviet-type two-tier system), and the judiciary had been
updated to 67% (the mean age of judge was less than 40 years). Also the importance
of organizing the system of training for judges was immediately recognized: in 1995 it
was taken up by the Foundation “Estonian Law Centre”, and in 2009 the Supreme
Court of Estonia took this function (i.e. over 14 years the training for judges was in
charge of the civil society institute). In addition, judicial reform in Estonia provided
aneed of qualifying examination for the judge position. Thus, the judge practicing in
the Soviet period had to be tested for the ability to deliver justice under the conditions
of transformation of the political regime and the transition to the market economy".

We proceed to the next direction of re-symbolization in the political space of the
post-communist Baltic States, which regards the restoration of historical justice. To a
large extent, this process is related to the procedure of restitution — the return of land
and other property unlawfully expropriated during the Soviet times to its former owners
or their descendants. Symbolic assignment of restitution is to ensure the succession
to the pre-Soviet Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia, thus providing a stable legal system and

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strengthening the right of ownership, which is one of the essential foundations of a
market economy". Back in the early 1990s the specific laws establishing the principles
of restitution had passed. In Lithuania, there were the laws “On the procedure and
conditions to restore the rights of ownership to the existing real property” and “On
Land Reform”; in Latvia — “On denationalization of households in the Republic
of Latvia” and “On the return of property to religious organizations”. Application
procedures for restitution (in addition to their immediate purpose) had actualized
the issue of conservation of national memory, returning the mass consciousness to the
traditions and values of the pre-war period. As a result, European future was seen in
continuity with own European past of the Baltic countries, and integration to Europe
as a returning to it.

In general, the policy of historical memory in the Baltic States was aimed primarily
at the legitimation of power by the “historical excuses”, “historical justification’, and
“historical continuity”. The peculiarity of the latest period in the history of Estonia,
Lithuania and Latvia is a high level of institutionalization of the policy of historical
memory through the creation of special institutions, commissions, museums, NGOs
that not only collect, store and study historical memory, but also meet on requests
from politicians and political institutions®. Instructive case in this context is one
with the transfer of the monument to Soviet soldiers in Tallinn in spring 2007. As is
known, the monument was removed from the bus stop to a military cemetery in the
center of Tallinn, where also the remains of Soviet soldiers were reburied. Notably,
the monument was not destroyed, but only its disposition was changed. This testifies
to the civilized, but strong commitment of the Estonian authorities to withdraw the
public from the influence of the symbols of the Soviet era.

Conclusions. Re-symbolization in post-communist Baltic States was multifaceted,
focused, and coherent. Adoption of the new symbolic forms happened under the line
of legitimization of a new political regime and the growing citizens’ solidarity with
democratic values and procedures. Experience of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania has
clearly demonstrated that a symbolic way of integrating the political space increases
the mutual responsibility of the participants of the democratization process. Ukraine is
only to be learned. As of today out of four directions of re-symbolization only the
one — re-ideologisation — is realized here. The starting point for the replacement of
the dominantideological complex became the Revolution of Dignity 2013-2014 and
Ukraine’s European choice. The signing of the Association Agreement with the EU
and the subsequent parliamentary elections became the official symbolic matrix of

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Ukrainian reflection of European identity that emerged in the mass consciousness.
In relation to the institutional reforms it is necessary to note the signing of the
Law “On Lustration” by the President of Ukraine. Now there is a challenge to
ensure its implementation. After all the experience of the Baltic countries showed
that in combination with the implementation of appropriate legal proceedings and
solving problems with access to classified materials and functioning of the political
police, lustration had become an effective tool for restoring transitional justice in
post-communist context. The same can be said with regard to judicial reform and
law enforcement reform, which have not yet been carried out in Ukraine, while
maintaining a high level of corruption.

In relation to restitution as a way of restoring historical justice, the situation in
Ukraine is more complicated. The fact is in that the declaration of independence of
Ukraine did not emphasize the continuity of statehood with the pre-Soviet era (in
contrast to the Baltic countries). Hence, the development of an appropriate regulatory
framework regarding the restitution faces the main difficulty arising in determining
the point of “historical justice”. In this situation, the occurrence of different points
of view between the authorities and the public is natural. In this regard, it is proposed
to conduct lengthy and deep consultation on this issue with representatives of civil
society, experts and all interested parties.

In relation to the policy of historical memory in Ukraine it should be noted the
absence of the necessary extent of consolidation of society around European values
as it was in Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia. This factor dictates the need for a soft and
unobtrusive symbolization avoiding deepening the ideological divide in the country.
In contrast to the Baltic countries, which focused on the criticism of communism, it
would be more appropriate in Ukraine to focus on the benefits of the European future
of the state.

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Role of ICT in the booking of travel
services and tourism products

Information Technology is the processes using a set of methods and tools for
collecting, processing and transmission of data (primary information) to obtain
information about the quality of a new state of the object, process or phenomenon
(information product). Information technology is a process consisting of strictly
regulated rules of operations, actions, stages of varying difficulty on the data stored
in computers'.

For the present stage of society development, the role of information technology
is strategically important, and its importance is growing rapidly.

The most information-rich activity is tourism. Service in tourism is usually bought
in advance and away from the place of consumption. Thus, the tourism market is
almost entirely depends on the images, descriptions, means of communication and
information transfer. Information-rich work is a connecting center, which holds
various manufacturers within the tourism industry. Namely information flows rather

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than goods provide links between producers of tourism services, and they are not
only in the form of data streams, but also act in the form of services and payments'.
A certain level of information technology development has become a premise for
the development of electronic business. The feature of e-business is a minimum
participation of people in the processing of transactions, and the basic technology in
e-business is innovative management®.

Having considered the main types of relationships that occur in e-business, you
should select the most widespread such as*:

— «Business Customer»: «B2Cx», (eg, Amazon, Otto sites or tour operators with
the possibility of booking and payment services),

— «Business to Business»: «B2B>» (eg, IBX, Europace),

- «Business staff»: «B2P» (eg, commercial information channels created
between the head office and the offices of the company).

Tourism is a growing sphere of information technology which consists
of: computer reservation system, teleconferencing systems, video systems,
computers, management information systems, electronic information systems of
airlines and electronic transfer of money, telephone networks, mobile means of
communication, etc*.

It should be noted that this technology system is used not only by travel agents,
hotels and airlines individually but all of them together.

In fact, the work of travel agents and tour operators cannot be imagined without
computer reservation systems, video systems, systems of interacting videotext. So,
about 90% of travel agents in the USA and the UK are connected with computer
reservation systems®.

Booking is reservation part of funds and resources for their subsequent use in
complicated for a company, a firm or a businessman situation®.

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A consumer of travel service can book product he is interested in in three ways:
directly, through a travel agency and through online-reservation system.

Booking travel services or tourist product directly is that booking takes no
commissions and discounts. That is to say, a client wishing to buy a ticket, apply
directly to the airlines; the customer wishing reserve a hotel contact either on site of
the hotel or by telephone.

Booking through a travel agency (offline) is ordering a tour through offline travel agencies.
‘With this reservation between the client and the agency there is a necessary feedback.

When online booking you can find out any information about different travel
services and also can reserve a hotel, an air ticket or a tour without leaving home through
the special booking system. Comparative analysis of different reservation types shown
in Table #1, let us determine the advantages and disadvantages of each type.

From Table 1, you can see that each type of reservation has both advantages and
disadvantages. This is reflected in the share of the tourist market: so, in Europe online
sales of travel packages reach 29.6%. In Russia, according to RBC, 13.6% of all airline
tickets, 13.1% of railway tickets, hotels booked 9.5%, are bought online but the online
sales of travel packages remain low - only 2.3%. In the Russian segment of the online
tourism, the lion’s share of which is booking of tickets and hotels, takes only 7% of the
country’s tourist market nowadays'.

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Analyzing Figure 1, we can conclude that the OTA (Online Travel Agency)
occupies 36%, direct providers (airlines, hotels and railway transport) occupy 64%.
Thus, we can see that people prefer to do purchases of travel services and tourism

products directly.
Statistics shows that the popularity of independent online reservation is growing

rapidly.

Figure 2 shows that the popularity is increasing every year and according to
forecast of PhoCusWright will be approximately 23% -27% in 2014.
Most systems on the Russian online market can be divided into local and

global. Global systems are Booking.com (hotel reservations, hotels, hostels, etc.)
and Skyscanner (ticket booking). Local systems are Ostrovok.ru (Russian system),
Oktogo.ru for hotel reservation. The share of Booking.com is 60% of all online

bookings in Russia.

Let us make comparative analysis of global and local systems in the segment of
online hotel reservations on an example of Booking.com and Ostrovok.ru.

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Wasserkraft und Biomasse. Insgesamt lag der Anteil der erneuerbaren Energien 2009 bei
etwa 10 % der Endenergie und 16 Prozent der Stromerzeugung. Anfang 2014 stieg der
Anteil an Erneuerbaren auf 23,8 %'. In Deutschland leistet die Windkraft den grofiten
Beitrag. Problematisch dabei sind die Schwankungen, denen natiirliche Energietriger
beispielsweise durch Jahreszeiten und Wetterbedingungen ausgesetzt sind.

The analysis of expected demand of the ecological tour «Leopard path»
(Khasansky District) by foreign and Russian tourists.

Among the main reasons of ecological tourism origin the leading is amplifying with
tourism mass nature load on natural and culture-historical resources which increase in
direct ratio to growth rates of tourist visits. Now the problem of environmental
protection holds a prominent place in many surveys. Formerly, the surveys devoted
to tourist activity were given little attention and then the tourism impact only in certain
points of the globe or influence of its separate types was considered.

Modern tourism may harm environment indeed in the course of tourist
activity inevitably an environment change occurs. Ecotourism, including the study
of natural environment, serves for environmental improvement since environmental
care as well as assistance to protection of environment and traditional cultures lie at the
root of it'. Emergence of ecotourism and its development is explained by the aspiration

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to minimise the environment changes, ecological tourism suppose to connect an active
recreation with the wild severe nature'.

The ecological tour «Leopard path> is planned to carry out on the territory of
Khasansky District of Primorsky Krai. The main task of the tour is to attract attention
to Amur Leopard, unique flora and fauna of Primorsky Krai.

Khasansky District is located in the extreme South of Primorsky Krai, rather
narrow zone extended from the North to the South along the western coast of Amur
Bay and Peter the Great Bay. More than 20 islands and islets located near the coast
go to make up the district. District area (including islands) equals 4130 km?, that
makes 2,54% of all territory of the region® The territory has unique biodiversity,
is characterizes by existence of specially protected area, superb ecology, wonderful
sceneries and landscapes create the ideal conditions for travelling?.

The goal of research is to find out the diversity of expected demand of the
ecological tour «Leopard path» (Khasansky District) by foreign and Russian tourists
on the basis of data science of questionnaire.

More than 1500 people took part in the questionnaire (fact sheet and 10 questions
on the raised point) during 2012-2014. For the analysis questionnaires of 1260 people
were selected. Among them 900 are Russian and 360 are foreign tourists.

For the statistical certainty assessment of the received diversity of the Russian
and Foreign tourists groups the criterion of Fisher’s angular transformation in
Kolmogorov-Smirnov’s adaptation and Manna-Uitni’s criterion (significance point
p < 0,01) were used. On the basis of the information come next to the application of
grouping method and systematics, the ratio of respodents’ answers was analyzed and
conclusions on the raised point were drawn.

Due to the research it was revealed that women more willingly express their
opinion in polls, as they made the primary majority of respondents in percentage
ratio (67% — women, 33% — men)

The majority of respondents (70%) represent youth and mature age. Thus, 46% of
respondents noted the age from 18 to 30,24% of respondents — from 31 to 45, 16% —
from 45 to 55, and the fewest, i. e. 14% are made by respondents who are over-56.

Various social-ecological characteristics and all education levels of respondents are
submitted in the selection. Having analyzed the data of questionnaires, respondents
were conditionally separated into two categories: Russian and foreign tourists.

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On the basis of data resulting from the questionnaire among the types of passive
tourism Russian respondents prefer vacation on the beach, and foreign respondents
prefer educational tours. Among the types of active recreation most foreigners selected
ecological tours and safari. Hiking and downbhill skiing moved to the fore among
Russians. Surf riding and diving took the last positions of the rating of preferences
both among Russian and foreign tourists.

Among the factors considered when choosing an ecological route, according to the
Russians, the «beauty of a nature/landscape» and «cost> factors appeared the most
popular. The “existence of comfortable infrastructure” item appeared on the last place,
asless important when choosing an ecological route, according to the Russian tourists.

For foreign respondents by contrast, along with «beauty of the nature and
landscape>, «existence of comfortable infrastructure> is most important. Foreigners
are ready to pay for provided services and high level of service. «Cost>» and
«popularity> of ecological routes are unimportant factors for them. The ecoroute
popularity is an insignificant factor when choosing an ecological route both for
Russian, and for foreign tourists.

Such factors as “service level”, “an opportunity to see animals in a native habitat”
and “a favorable ecological situation in a tour venue” take the middle positions of
the rating of preferences among all respondents. So these factors are “neutral” when
choosing an ecological route both for Russian, and for foreign tourists.

In gradation of Russian respondents’ preferences of visiting unique natural areas
national and natural parks, the state nature sanctuaries, natural monuments are in the
lead, on the second place there are health and recreation areas and resorts. The “ecological
parks” item took the last place of the rating since it was chosen by the smallest number of
respondents. This fact is explained by the lack of clear vision about ecological parks and the
lack of wide use and practice of creation of these kinds of unique natural areas in Russia.

In gradation of foreign respondents’ preferences of visiting unique natural areas
national and natural parks, the state nature sanctuaries, natural monuments are in the
lead, too. On the second place there are national and ecological parks. The “health and
recreation areas and resorts” item took the last place of the rating since it was chosen
by the smallest number of respondents.

Considering preferences of types of the helping measures to the visited territory
which would be given by respondents, we will note a tendency of choice of the “payment
of charitable contribution” and/or “purchase of souvenir gifts” items. The modern
person realizes the liability for ecological support, but is characterized by environmental
friendliness consciousnesses in a greater degree, than behavior'.Participation in

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ecological land improvement is more usual for Russian tourists. This participation is
often explained by their mistrust that spent money will go to target needs.

In determining of degree of respondents” awareness about ecological tours in
Khasansky district it is traced that most both Russian, and foreign tourists didn’t hear
about this direction before. The number of Russian informed respondents made 15%
in a percentage ratio, foreign informed respondents made 5%.

The aspect of select ecotourism objects revealed substantial controversies in
preferences of respondents (Table 1). On interest degree respondents graded
7 objects of ecotourism: “Central” (a water complex, the leopard museum, caves,
flora pieces, an ecotrail), “Aqua” (a water park, lodges, the sea museum, a beach, a
quay, farms), “The Mill” (open-air cages for animals and birds, an interactive complex,
the fauna museum, park of animals), “Tourist” (a children’s complex, the museum
of butterflies and insects, the tent camp, recreation grounds, a shooting room), “The
scientific complex” (a children’s complex, a motel, the museum of geology, recreation
grounds), “Bohai” (an archeological and regional complex, the museum of archeology,

an excursion on horses, deer park), “The Cossack village”'.

According to the table data, Russian and foreign respondents feel the greatest in-
terest in «Central>» foothold. Russian respondents also take the great interest in such
objects as «Aqua» and «The Mill>, while foreign tourists move these objects to
the bottom positions of a rating. It should be noted that Russian respondents don’t
show interest to «Bohai» and «the Cossack village» objects, and foreigners on the
contrary, consider these ecological objects attractive.

The following question for respondents intended to separate three most important
components from the offered objects of ecological tourism (Table 2).

According to the table data, selection priorities of components of ecotourism
objects for respondents are virtually the same, but it is necessary to consider that
foreign respondents note the importance of the «Retiring room> item.

In gradation of objects of the adjacent grounds on importance degree the Russian
respondents are more intent to bed-and-breakfasts of the budget choice. Foreigners
mark out the need of existence of luxury guest lodges. Existence of places for car
camping sites on the border territory of ecological tour is of the smallest interest to
both foreigners, and Russian respondents.

So, theresearch suggested that ecological tourismis popularamong the interrogated
respondents, and the most preferable of this tourism type are adventure tours for the
Russian tourists, and informative tours for foreigners.

The results of the questionnaire also showed that the most popular objects of
ecotourism to Russian respondents are «Central>» and «Aqua> this points to the fact
that they express an interest to the entertaining objects. Foreign respondents on the
contrary, wish to get to know better the history and traditions of the region, separating
such centers, as «Bohai», «the Cossack village>, and «Central>.

Among the factors considered when choosing an ecological route, according to
allinterrogated respondents, the mostimportant is the «beauty of a nature /landscape>
factor. For the Russian tourists such factor as «cost>, significantly influences a route
choice, too. For foreigners at a choice of ecological tour the large role «existence of
comfortable infrastructure> factor plays amajorrole. At that, tour cost poorlyinfluences
their choice.

Based on the conducted research of expected demand of ecological tour
«Leopard path» by foreign and Russian tourists it is necessary to give the following
recommendations:

— inthe process of ecological tour working outitis necessary to consider ecological
resource base and current situation at the tourist service market of Primorsky Krai;

— it is important to take measures to promotion of ecological tourism, and also
awareness of ecotourism condition in Primorsky Krai, unique flora and fauna of the region;

— in the process of ecological tour working out it should be appreciated that
account must be taken of the questionnaire data for more accurate performance of
foreign and Russian tourists’ consumer preferences.
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The revealed preferences of the Russian and foreign respondents at a choice of
ecological tour differ essentially from each other. Therefore, for tour working out
first and foremost it is necessary to narrow down the target audience. So, for tour
working out it is necessary to create an ecological tour with beautiful landscapes
and entertainment programs. Thus the tour should be inexpensive. In the process of
ecological tour working out for foreigners it is necessary to consider such factors, as
service level, convenience and tour cognition.

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Modern principles for effective
learning: a view of sociology'’

1) Changes in the world.

Modern society changes constantly in various aspects. In the Soviet Union in-
tensive and unpredictable changes were started by Mikhail Gorbachev’s Perestroika
in 1985. Changes happen around the world and they become more powerful and
more variable. To think that soon the life will become stabile and steadily is unac-
ceptable.

Sociologists study changes, fixing that they occur at different levels — macro, meso
and micro. In particular, in Anthony Giddens’s textbook «Sociology> the problemat-
ics of changes is presented in section «Social Changes: Why they occur? Changes
in our day». The whole chapter «The changing world> is devoted to globalization

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questions: «Why there is a globalization»; «The factors promoting growth of global-
ization>; «Influence of globalization on our life>".

2) Theoretical vs. empirical approach.

The sociologists mostly discuss changes theoretically and pay small attention to
their empirical studies. Changing society demands special research tools. So Anthony
Giddens in his textbook «Sociology> offers a section «Need for Global Manage-
ment>, but there is no section on how sociologists should study such global processes
empirically.

The most interesting ideas, programs and empirical results on studying the global
changes we found in Hans Rosling presentations. He worries that the experts have
no good statistical knowledge and understanding of worldwide tendencies, in this
case it is impossible to make adequate decisions. Hans Rosling’s model is saturated
with the real data on 500 variables and contains data about 125 countries, for the
period since 1962. The table models show how continuously the world changes and
how certain countries from one development group move into another through years.
Having created the unique tools of analysis and presentation of world Hans Rosling
worries on a problem of their implementation and he wants to make them available
to different people on the Internet in order to provide the possibility to study the
world tendencies, to see transformations of the situations in different regions and in
the certain countries®.

3) Usefulness of sociological thinking for people.

Sociologists also discuss the issue of importance of peoples’ understanding of the
surrounding world and their own life, of resources that sociology can offer for this
purpose. The American sociologist Charles Wright Mills in his book “The Sociological
Imagination” written more than 50 years ago strongly criticized sociologists standing
on the two global research platforms — their hope on so-called “the big theory” and
commitment to “abstract empiricism” — and put forward the idea of extreme signifi-
cance of “sociological imagination™.

For many sociologists of the ideas of Mills became very attractive, they began to
emphasize importance of sociological imagination and to offer their findings con-
cerned to the issue. Among them Zygmunt Bauman, Anthony Giddens, Piotr Sz-
tompka, Peter Berger, etc. and also Russian sociologists Andrey Alekseev, Andrey
Zdravomyslov, Sergey Kravchenko, etc.

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Zygmunt Bauman in his textbook “Thinking Sociologically” (1990) declares that
heis confident in its demand: “the art of sociological thinking tends to widen the scope,
the daring and the practical effectiveness of your and my freedom™.

Unfortunately, we cannot find any applicable advice on how to learn/teach to
think sociologically and how to develop the sociological imagination.

4) Respondents as a resource not a partner in research.

The part of cares of modern sociologists can be related to a problem of study of
actual social reality, need of interaction with it. The President of the International So-
ciological Association (2006-2010) Michel Wieviorka in a report “Sociology: What
does it serve?” on the 3rd All-Russian Sociological Congress (Moscow, 2008) ad-
dressed to a situation realized by only very few sociologists — how to return results to
those whom we study and from whom we receive information, whether respondents
are a resource or a partner in our research, how to give them opportunity to make
something with results of our analysis of their data, somehow to use them. Wieviorka
offers several ways for the solution of such a task®.

Our reflexive technology provides certain opportunities: to study changes, to
develop sociological thinking, to be useful for people whom we involve in our re-
searches and thereby to promote the better understanding of the world and our life. We
substantiated the system of the developed principles of humanistic sociology which
are able to provide progress for researchers and respondents, lecturers and students,
experts and common people.

5) Character of modern economy;, factors of its efficiency in the world.

The character of modern economy, its purposes and demanded resources are
substantially changed. The epoch of total information technologies has come. They penetrate
production, work and all aspects of our life. The mass of professions left from the modern
stage or moved to other countries. The multiplicity of new professions and occupations
appeared. The mass of new requirements and opportunities of public and private character
came. Parameters of quality of life are changed. Possibilities of the modern construction
industry strike with unique examples of megaprojects in the different countries.

The economy becomes economy of knowledge. Essentially new tasks are set for
the education system.

However standardization and formalization of education and knowledge, carried out
in Russian education, preserve for years methods and technologies, education prepares
“soldiers” for “the previous war”. Respectively, cardinal changes in education are required,
and in Russian education they are especially insistent.

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6) Information technologies and new calls to education.

The developed information technologies and new communication resources
created by them are capable to bring revolutionary changes to the education system.

The Learning World program gave unique examples of learning efficiency with
support of modern information and communication technologies

Other points we will only list.

— Education as EXCLUSION factor.

— Changes of ideas and parameters of quality of life.

— Dissatisfaction with prospects of professional and personal self-realization in
the country.

— People at the bottom of societies. People in difficult life situation. Migrants.
Refugees.

— Worthy education for children as a link extending all chain, exempting from
factors of unsuccessful life.

— Education for disabled people. Inclusive order to education. Resources and ways
of inclusion/return of people in normal life.

7) Diagnostics of existing education and results received in it.

Let’s note the most important aspects of insufficiency of existing education.

1) content of a training material on the majority of subjects and in considerable
volume in each subject;

2) principles and ways of training (stretched on time, not dynamic);

3) reached results (nature of received knowledge and degree of confidence of
students themselves on educational, social and professional fields);

4) roles of the students in educational process;

5) high potential of exclusion (deprivation of huge portion of students) as the
direct pressure at the expense of uncomfortable and inefficient forms of education,
low-quality education.

Each of these points can be described more thoroughly, to give results of empirical
researches and private examples.

Outdated, static, unattractive material having no relation to reality on the majority
of subjects. Generally it belongs to social and humanitarian subjects, but also partially
to exact disciplines;

Material is boring, abstract, aloof or artificially complicated, training formats not
dynamic, not attractive, monotonous, demanded patience and assiduity — children
not lose the interest to study, but also earn the mass of inferiority complexes for the
rest of life. Such shouldn’t be.

Life of the real person and his social environment, the concrete place and time are
completely ignored in educational process;

The role which is given to a student, is a specific passive role.
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Education doesn’t correspond to age and abilities of students. Age of students and
their ability in educational material/process as a whole are underestimated, training
is guided by a situation of previous decades, doesn’t consider shifts in development
of modern children.

There is no modern reality; there is no modern era, the modern world, the modern
country and society.

Education doesn’t address to life of the modern student, isn't guided by judgment
to them values and spheres of its own life, a situation in its environment and further
in spheres of private and public life more remote from it. It is supposed that the child
shouldn't see, hear, realize, be filled with information and live life — him rigidly close
on the dead text of the textbook which was created in specific conditions and under
specific tasks.

In textbooks/study the situation of permanent and universal changes isn’t dis-
cussed at all, conditionality of changes isn’t analyzed by global, national, regional,
group and individual factors of different level.

Earning of the independence / own importance of the student is postponed for
far and absolutely uncertain future.

Teachers themselves have seldom own experience of considerable achievements
(and that too is important, absence of experience of overcoming of serious losses and
defeats) and therefore isn’t able to transfer to the wards of idea of appeal of persistence,
concentration, overcoming of critical situations, usefulness not only take-oft, but also
falling and, finally, achievement of pleasure of victories and fulfillments.

In Russian (general and professional) education, the applied parties of knowledge,
possibility of transition to practical realization, ideas of motivation to activity and in-
novations, readiness for professional self-realization are extremely poorly presented.

In training materials there are no modern personalities — unless the canonized
persons who have entered into the Pantheon of domestic glory tens or hundreds years
ago are only presented. Even there are opportunities to get on a meeting with alive
classics — to hear to a course of lectures, to read their articles and conversation about
creativity, culture, education ... However, “palette” of the Russian opportunities of a
meeting and communications with large-scale figures is rather modest.

In training materials there are no actual events. As the most attractive and effec-
tive for development/training of students — it is undoubted, separate breakthrough
achievements in modern architecture and the construction, having complex char-
acter can act.
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Different approaches to health-saving behavior

The term health-saving behavior is now investigated in the field of Russian social
medicine. Social science pays more and more attention to behavioral component in
people’s attitude towards their health and life quality.

Health-saving behavior has been studied by many Russian scientists but the great-
est contribution in research has been made by the group of scientists under the guid-
ance of Professor A. Antonov. On the basis of empirical studies they have managed to
work out that gender aspect is essential in people’s attitude towards their health and
life quality. According to A. Antonov structure of health-saving behavior of a person
has not been worked out yet as well as relationship between its structural elements,
classification of main results of such behavioral habits in concern with people’s health
(or problems) referred to interconnection between health-saving behavior of an in-
dividual and health level, morbidity rate, life expectancy of different social groups in
country as a whole. However, we can assume that nowadays study of health-saving
behavior in different social groups is a problem of current importance, it being solved
within various social sciences, i. e. social demography, sociology of health and sociol-
ogy of medicine .

A great number of approaches to the question of health-saving behavior reveal a
wide range of different components in its structure. Thus, O. Kalachikova and S. Kor-
chagina have analyzed theoretic and methodological approaches to the given problem
and offered the following structure of health-saving behavior. Health-saving behav-
ior is claimed by them to be based on people’s requirements of health and longevity
associated with their attitude to medical and hygiene education, health self-judgment,
health value and socially approved behavioral patterns®.

Health is one of the main goals in life of an individual. It is determined by many
factors, i.e. physical and medical activity, sexual behavior, diet, stress resistance,
bad habits, work-rest ratio, age?, etc. Some researchers (A. Antonov, V. Zhuravleva,

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L. Ivanova, S. Kashurkina and L. Shilova) have outlined a number of other aspects of
health saving behavior. They have pointed out the role of health in the people’s value
paradigm; motives that make an individual take care of health; changes in attitude
towards health during life of an individual and their causes. Others have indicated
the importance of healthy life style, disease prevention, physical activity, etc. in view
of personal self-judgment’.

It is necessary to emphasize that health-saving behavior is a wider notion includ-
ing the idea of health preservation as well. Some scientists suppose that health-saving
behavior is equal to health preservation. So, health-saving or health-preserving be-
havior is considered as a system of succeeding actions aimed at creating and main-
taining health level, decreasing morbidity and increasing life expectancy. The main
factors that determine health-preserving behavior are identical to those ones peculiar
to health-saving behavior patterns, i. e. medical activity; attitude to personal health,
physical activity and sports, drug abuse; reproductive activity and sexual behavior®. We
consider methodologically incorrect to identify these two scientific notions. Since it
may result in confusing of two concepts, one should assume the necessity of distinct
categorization of these health-related behavior types.

Health-preserving behavior is the object of study within a sphere of psychology.
According to L. Ulyaeva the given type of behavior includes three structural compo-
nents: cognitive, emotional and motive-behavioral. Cognitive component comprises
knowledge of individual health, negative and positive factors that may influence it
and its role in vital function of a person. The second one reflects emotional approach
to individual health level, feelings and worries related to positive or negative changes in
physical and mental wellbeing. The third component defines the role of health with-
in value paradigm, people’s motives to keep and maintain health level and behavioral
changes in case of health problems. Thus, it is necessary to point out that important
aspect of such activity is lost due to the lack of value-determined component in notion
of health preservation®.

Otherwise, in research work performed by N. Yakovleva health-preserving behav-
ior is analyzed from social-psychological view point. On the basis of this concept three
aspects are outlined, i. e. action/activity, multi-stage process and the act of decision

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making. Health-preserving behavior as the act of decision-making is described by
N. Yakovleva through two behavioral patterns of an individual. The first one is a result
of integration of personal cognitions related to heath, such as perceived risk, aware-
ness of the problem, possible advantages and disadvantages of the given behavioral
pattern of an individual. The second one is based on self-effectiveness value, i. e. per-
sonal evaluation of non-adaptive behavior and its denying. These are one-dimensional
models of decision-making. They are cognition-related health patterns which may be
helpful only in the analysis of the simple forms of social behavior. Within multi-stage
approach to health-preserving behavior N. Yakovleva notices that an individual must
experience several stages of health behavior starting with decision-making and finish-
ing with action/activity itself. Every new stage is a completely different type (model)
of behavior. Transitional phases give the possibility to make different prognosis and
to suppose different factor changes attributed to the transition. This concept evokes
two corresponding behavioral models: the model associated with taking protective
measures and another one — trans-theoretical model of behavioral changes'.

Health-preserving actions are activities concerned with the development of indi-
viduallife resources necessary to adaptation of a person in social environment. Health-
preserving activity like any other activity has its own motive, aim, system of actions
and results control. At the same time priority, integrity and systematic optimality
distinguish health-preserving activity from any others.

According to S. Letunovskaya one of the main criteria of health-preserving be-
havior in a person is the necessity of health which results from impairment of body
functions or from any outward danger. Certain knowledge is helpful in making health-
preserving behavior function, i. e. awareness of positive and negative factors, signs of
different health disorders, their treatment and prevention, subjects of help, informa-
tion resources, etc. Health-preserving behavior is regulated by social norms, i. e. rules
and standards worked out by society. Social attitudes based on three components:
cognitive, affective (positive attitude toward obtained information) and behavioral
(intentions to behave in a certain manner) are necessary to keep the rules and stan-
dards. Relevant knowledge and skills are also of great importance?.

In Russian scientific society the question of health-saving behavior is studied
within the psychological-pedagogic tradition as well. It has brought to life the follow-

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ing scientific notion — “health saving pedagogics” (V. Bukova, V. Bykov, D. Viktorov,
L. Borisova, O. Evstifeeva, V. Kasatkin, etc.). From this point of view health-saving
behavior is seen as a specific type of activity in high school educational environment.
Its aim is to transmit cultural background experience of the humanity to next genera-
tion in concern with improvement of individual and public health as well as transfor-
mation of intellectual and emotional aspects of personality. It may become possible
only if a student realizes personal responsibility for individual health. Furthermore, it
may help to improve intellectual and emotional life spheres of a person'.

Health-saving techniques are based on different approaches to health protection.
Thus, various methods and forms of work are used in educational system for their
realization. Among them it is necessary to mention medical-hygiene techniques (as-
sociated with health and prophylaxis), health-related physical education techniques
(associated with physical exercises necessary for the development of a healthy indi-
vidual), ecological (associated with healthy environment and balanced interrelation
with nature), life safety techniques (associated with life/health maintenance in case
of emergency situation), health-saving educational techniques (associated with psy-
chological health, healthy life style, absence of bad habits and improvement of health
culture). Two more techniques are left, i. e. social-adaptive and the ones related to
personal development. Their tasks are to make adaptive abilities of an individual
much better and to strengthen psychological health as well. So, all the techniques are
closely connected with health-preserving actions in forming health-saving behavior of
a child?. This is one of the ways how health-saving behavior notion is realized within
the subject matter of educational sciences in Russia.

Defining general notion of health behavior and its types Western and American
scientific societies follow almost the same patterns but still there are some notable vari-
ations. Thus, according to D. Gochman, health behaviors are “those personal attributes
such as beliefs, expectations, motives, values, perceptions, and other cognitive ele-
ments; personality characteristics, including affective and emotional states and traits;
and overt behavior patterns, actions, and habits that relate to health maintenance, to
health restoration, and to health improvement.” Hence, he assumes that any human
action which has a direct or indirect impact on the health of a human being is health
behavior.

The author has categorized health behavior into four major types. The first one is
healthy behavior, which involves activities of individuals that keep them healthy,

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such as having a balanced diet, doing regular exercises, etc. Second — preventive
health behavior, which involves activities undertaken by individuals for the purpose
of preventing or detecting illness. Third one is risk behavior, which involves activities
of individuals that cause some sickness, such as consumption of alcohol, tobacco and
having unsafe sex, etc. Finally, there is sick-role behavior, which involves activities
ofindividuals that help them in recovering from a disease, e. g. medical treatment, etc'.

Other scientists (K. Glanz, J. Maddock, N.Chin, A.Monroe, K. Fiscella,
D.B. Bishop, etc.) claim that behavioral health refers to the reciprocal relationship
between human behavior — individually or socially — and the well-being of the
body, mind and spirit, whether the latter are considered individually or as an inte-
grated whole.

The term is more commonly used by researchers to describe a field of scientific
study, academic proficiency and clinical healthcare practice. The term “behavioral
health” has also been used in some research papers to describe the blending of sub-
stance (alcohol, drugs, inhalants and tobacco) abuse and mental health disorders
prevention and treatment for the purpose of providing comprehensive services. So it
could turn into an opportunity for integration of two scientific fields (social and medi-
cal) on the basis of behavioral health research?.

Furthermore, N. Chin, A. Monroe and colleagues have proposed biopsychosocial
model of health behavior. Health behavior is understood by them in a broad social
context, where social class plays a great role in the formation of people’s health behav-
iors through multiple pathways, including limited opportunities for self-fulfillment,
financial constraints, health beliefs, self-efficacy, stress and social support. People are
quite rational, aware, self-creating agents of their own health who pursue their own
self-interests. In these rational approaches “behavior model is seen as a psychological
property of individuals who are influenced by consciously chosen goals”?. However,
rational choice model is incomplete. It lacks many important components. While
biopsychosocial model gives fuller understanding of all risk behaviors. In this model
societal factors are viewed as fundamental contributors that affect behavior through
social, psychological, and ultimately biological pathways*.
