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The Perception of East Asian History in German
History Textbooks

Huh Euncheol (Changshin University)

1. Introduction

Conflict in East Asia 1s fueled by political, economie, and historical issues. With
the hegemonic rivalry between the US and China, Japan's military expansion, and
North Korea's nuclear program, it i no exaggeration to say that East Asia s literally
living with a time bomb. Therefore, reducing conflict and working towards peace and
cooperation in East Asia is not just a rhetoric, but a matter of survival. However, it
is no secret that what underlie the long-standing confliets in East Asia are historical
issues. The solution to the complicated problems in this region must begin with a
shared understanding of East Asian history among its population.

However, historical conflicts are still ongoing between Korea, China, and Jlapan,
the three countrics that make up East Asia, while the gap in their historical
undetstanding is widemng. Therefore, it 18 necessary to récognize new perspectives
and interpretations that have been overlooked within East Asia, and to compare
internal and external perspectives. In this regard, analyzing the perception of East
Asia in history textbooks of Germany, @ country that has paid a significant aitention
to  histery education and made great efforts for integration, will provide the
opportunity to break away from the internal point of view and to look at East Asia
objectively from an outside perspective. Understanding the differences in interpretation
between internal and external perspectives can provide a basis for a multi-dimensional
view of East Asia, and the opportunity to examine the historical understanding that
Westerners, including the Germans, have maintained about East Asia for a long time.

The analysis of East Asian history in German history textbooks can be traced



back to the work of Ma Seokhan in 1997. In his doctoral thesis. Ma examined in
detail how East Asia is represented in 23 German textbooks. According 1o his study,
there was a wide variation in the narratives across different tyvpes of German history
textbooks, It was also revealed that the more advanced grades tended to teach more
European history. German history, and the history of their provinces in order to
increase interest in their own region, but the overall share of East Asian history in
the textbooks is still limited. Recent studies of German history textbooks have also
pointed out the impertalistic aspects of the texthooks, the failure to move away from
Orientalism, and the linmtations ansing from Eurocentrism.

This study aims to examineg how Germany perceives East Asian history through
its history textbooks. To do so. three curremt German high school history textbooks
have been analyzed. Although there i1s a controversy over the geographical scope of
East Asia, the study focuses on Korea, China, and Japan. The goal is to look at East
Asian history from an outside perspective, through "reading East Asia from the
outside,” in order to see what we have [ailed to see and to identify whether there are
any biases or prejudices about East Asia, such as Orientalism, from an outside point
of view, The analysis of German history textbooks to pinpoint the problems in the
perception of East Asian history and sceking alternatives will not only offer an
individual historical swdy of Germany as a country, but also the opportunity (o
establish the identity of East Asian history by understanding the perception of history
in and outside of East Asia.

Il. The characteristics of the narratives about East Asian history in
German history textbooks

The richest narratives about East Asia in German history textbooks can be found
in the Baden-Wirttemberg State. In  Baden-Wirtternberg,  students of  academic
secondary schools study history in a chrenological manner from aneient to modern
times. starting from the sixth grade (grade 35-10). Unlike Korea, history is not
separated into the subjects of national history and world history. Students of grades 5
to 9 primarily study the history of Germany and Western Euwrope. The grade 9

curriculum is focused on contemporary history. Grade |0 stodents are taught about
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the contemporary history of Russia, China. and Turkey, The history curriculum of
Baden-Wirttemberg  approaches China from the perspective of a "changing empire.”
Specifically, the goal of this cwriculum is "to be able to explain the structure and
challenges of Chinese society based on the history of China and its relations with
Western Europe." The goals of the sub-curricula are as follows:

- To be able o characterize Chine as an ewpive (melti-cthnic  empive,  empire,
Confucianism, writing system, officials, eivilization)

- Window ro the West: to be able to explain China's trade policy and fo analyze
China's  isolation from Ewrope and the development of European dominance in the
Indian Ocean (the Greot Voyage of Zheng He, the sea rowre 1o India)

- To be able to characterize Ching as an example of informal impevialism  (Opium
War, opening)

- To be able to analyze and evaluate the origin, development, and lving conditions of
the People’s Republic of Ching (Maoism, "Gremt Leap Forward,” Cultral Revolution,
re-ediucation, cult of persomality)

- To be able o chavacterize the reform afier the era of Deng Xiooping (market
economy, socialism, reform policy)

- To be able to awalyze and evaluate the curvent social isswes in China from the
historical perspective

The content of the grade 10 history cwriculum of Baden-Wirttemberg consists
of globalization, intercultural history education of migrants' communities, and relevance
to the present. Among them, the perspective emphasized in the German history
textbooks in relation to their representation of East Asia is the "relevance to the

"

present.” The relevance to the present is not optional. It s a requirement and a
prerequisite in selecting the content to be taught in history education.

For a detailed analysis of the perception of East Asian history in the history
textbooks compiled according to the history curriculum of Baden-Wiirttemberg, three
history textbooks for the 10th grade with high adoption rates have been selected.
These textbooks are published by Cornelsen, C.C. Buchner (hereafter "Buchner”), and

Kiett. The lessons on Chinese history in these three textbooks have been organized

by subtitles, topics. and period.



I[. Problems with the narratives of East Asia in German history
textbooks

According to the history cwriculum gmdelines of Baden-Wirttemberg, history
education for grade 10 "starts from the cwrent issues in the globalization era and
continues the learning of contemporary history in grade 9, and shifts (the topic)
towards China, Russia. and Turkey. which have not traditionally been a key aspect of
history education." It has been confirmed that the descriptions in the history textbooks
are in line with this curriculum.

The narrative of East Asian history in the German history textbooks is under the
overarching theme of "empire and nation-state." Therefore, the pre-modern history
section covers the emperor system, Sinocentric worldview, and Confucian political
philosophy, as well as the voyage of Zheng He and the policy of mantime trade ban
during the Ming period, In modern history, the textbooks describe foreign interference
i China and China's resistance. In particular, the comrespondence between King
George Il of England and the Qing Emperor Qianlong, and the failure of the
Macartney Mission (1792/93) to demand equal trade are used to highlight the Chinese
worldview at the time, with a common theme of the American open-door policy that
prevented Europe from dividing China. Although it varies by textbook, the Taiping
Rebellion, the Yihetuan Movement, the Yangwo Movement. the Wuxu Reform. the
Xinhai Revoluwtion, the May Fourth Movement, and more are discussed before
presenting the confrontation between the Kuomintang and the Chinese Communist
Party, the Long March, and the Kuomintang-Communist Party United Front, which
took place before the establishment of the People's Republic of China. The following
problems can be pointed out about the overall narrative characteristies of the German
history textbooks.

First, German history textbooks use the concept of East Asia, but Korea and
Japan are only briefly mentioned on the sidelines of China-related content, In German
history textbooks, FEast Asian history 13 placed in the grade 10 cwriculum, and
primarily focused on Chinese history. There iz little effort to deseribe China, Japan,

and Korea, separately, and to explore their common connections from the perspective
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of East Asia.

East Asia is composed of Korea, China, and Japan, which are independent
states. WNevertheless, the German history textbooks treat Korea and Japan as an
appendix to China. The fact that Korea and Japan are treated as an adjunct to China,
rather than East Asia. despite the fact that thev are lhistorically and systematically
different countries, is indicative of the perception of East Asia in Germany and other
Western countries. In that regard, n the future, German history textbooks should be
written based on a historical perception of East Asia rather than of China, In
particular, Korean history should be addressed independently, even briefly, rather than
as a disjointed history that is adjunctive to Chinese history,

Second. Chima is only discussed as an "empire." The 10th grade history
education emphasizes that "Germany and other Western European countries have
democratic political systems, whereas Russia, China, and Turkey in the unfamiliar,
foreign world have autocratic political systems. The pre-modemn history sections of
these textbooks also provide a historical context for the current social issues in these
countries that were once empires, The textbooks emphasize the "empire aspect" of
Ottoman, China, and India, the major countries of the non-European world. This is an
attempt to cover up Germany's imperialist aggression and shows a lack of mterest in
the individual peoples and states in East Asia, apart from the perspective of empire.
The questions in the history textbooks are a pood indication of such an ntention of
German history education. Although these questions are of a high standard and seem
to allow learners to think in a variety of ways, there is an impression that the
texthooks are written with the intention of instilling in students the image that "East
Asia is undemocratic and has imperial characteristics”.

Third, East Asia, including China, is perceived as an "unfamiliar space” This
view may lead 1o the othering of East Asia by dividing the world into "familiar
Western Europe” and "unfamiliar non-Western Europe." This is in line with the
conventional criticism that Germany remains indifferent to the history of non-Western
Eurgpean world. While China and East Asia are discussed from the perspective of
"globalization," the way they are described corresponds to the othering of East Asia

As such, it is important to consider that the context in which Germany approaches
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East Asia is different from that of Korea.

Fourth., there is an uneven distribution of share in the descriptions across
different periods. In the German history textbooks, a larger proportion is devoted to
modern and contemporary history compared to pre-modern history. Contemporary
history takes up a higher share than modern history, as nearly half of the entire
textbook is about contemporary history. This is because the textbooks are written on
the basis of the "relevance to the present,” which is stressed n the German history
curriculum. The idea s that modern history of Fast Asia. rather than its pre-modern
history, is more relevant to students' lives in understanding the current social
structures and issues n East Asia. However, an overemphasis on contemporary history
runs the risk of giving students a pragmatic approach to history. The perception that
omly what is important by today's standards is historically significant can make
students overlook the importance of historieal events themselves.

Fifth, Germany is still "wary” of China in its history texthooks. China, in the
German lustory textbooks, is presented as a rnising economic power that will soon
surpass the US, This is evidenced by the frequent use of phrases like "emerging
power" in the descriptions about China in history textbooks. The German history
textbooks describe that 1t was the Confucian tradition that underpinned East Asia's
rapid growth, and that the tradition continues to have a significant impact today. The
textbooks emphasize the role that Confucianism has played in the history and present
of China and East Asia. Eduecation and leaming are stressed as drivers of economic
growth. At the same time, Confucian values of hierarchy and respect for top-down
authority in  society are cited as obstacles to demoeracy. The German  history
textbooks, at their end, have the nuance that China must ultimately embrace Western
demaocracy in order to continue its economic development. In addition, in the context
of the recent COVID-19 pandemuc, illustrations in the textbooks emphasize that
various infectious diseases originated in East Asia, including China, which is a

dangerous narrative that can incite hatred against East Asians.

IV. Conclusion

While German history education has been recognized as a role model for
overcoming the remnants of impenalism and moving toward ntegration, i1t has also
received many criticisms. Although German history education has been criticized for
being a European reproduction of the national history paradigm and has been
advocating a global histery paradigm to overcome this. it has been pointed out that
Western Europeanism. Western Christian  Europe, and non-European connections
remain in German history education, The narratives of East Asia in German history
textbooks promote globalization while at the same time othering East Asia. There are
an emphasis on "empire” in Chinese history as well as many narratives that indicate
"eaution” against China's rapid ecomomic rise. In particular, using the term "East
Asia" while treating Korean and Japanese history as secondary to Chinese history is
an issue that German history textbooks urgently need to address.

Although German history  education is  still  facing many  criticisms  and
challenges. Germany's experience in reducing historical conflicts with its neighbors
over the years should be a valuable example of history education. In particular, South
Korea needs to find lessons from German history education, as it is mvolved in
historical conflicts with China and Japan and 1t should prepare for reunification with
North Korea.

There 15 still no consensus on the geographical scope of East Asia or what
ideas, attributes. or symbols bind it together, Therefore, examining how East Asia is
perceived through the lens of Germany will help us to identify the common attributes
of East Asia that we may not have recognized from within, The German perspective
of East Asia will provide the opportunity to see ourselves objectively by comparing it

with the perspectives from within East Asia.
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Toward the description of contemporary Chinese and
Japanese history in Russian school textbooks of history.

However, usually it was near 10- 20 pages from 230-330 from total pages in
the textbook. Moreover, these 10-20 pages covers all states in the Asia. (However, in
the Soviet textbooks in history had more influence from scholars of European
history, and description of Asian history was maore short. Clearly, after 2022 situation
wias changed cardinally. editors of modern Russian textbooks of history must note
political situation in the waorld Therefore. place of Chinese history became more
important in textbook and description of China will be more positive in comparison
with the Soviet and early Russian textbooks. We can see it on example of textbook
of world history by Medinskij in 202311,

If we shall consider situation with contemporary history (9-10 classes) we must
note that pages about history of Asia m the Russian textbooks can be increased to

15-25 pages, main part of them have dealing with the history of China and Japan.
Clearly, in some cases the description of Chinese history was and will more than
Japanese. However, for different reasons many processes and events in the Chinese
history were avoided. Therefore, many Russian high school students don’t know about
some incidents, like, Amur incidemt 1900 and other.

Russian editors paid attention to peried of the second half of 19th C. -
beginning 20th C. in Asian chapters in the textbooks for 9th classes. Especially, it
had relation to the East Asia. In some cases. specialists did not write about their
opinion  directly but demonstrated their tendency. Russian scholars noted that at this
period, when European states pressed Chinese Empire, China had problem with
conservator and reform tendencies in the government. Same strugele had place in
Japan and, probably, Korea.

Clearly, Chinese history received dominated attention in the Russian school
textbooks. As we can see i History of the New Age. Class 9 and General history.
History of the New Age. XIX — beginning XX century: 9th class, Russian specialists
considered this struggle in China and Japan. Qing Emperor Zai Tian wanted to create
reform?, like in Japan, because he checked situation with Japanese successes and
understood that only reform can save China®!. He really stayed under influence of the
Japanese wvictories and wanted to establish Chia as reform state with power, like
Japan. Conservator party under Empress Cixi was winner in the war with several
reform  attempts. She arrested and  later probably liquidated Emperor Zir  Tidn,
executed many supporters of reforms. leader of reform party Kang Yduwéi escaped
from China, However, her victories in the struggles with reformists were defeats and
future destruction of Qing Empire in the world Reformists tried to create many
actions for support state but it met resistance from Chinese nobles and officials. As
we can see in General History 1800-1900.

and her conservators did not understood that without reform Chinese state would be
destroyed. They wanted to live as in the bepmning 19th C. Clearly. conservators tried
to create reform but without changes in svstem of govern and control. Therefore,
according to General History [1800-1900. History of the MNew Age. corruption
increased in great scale, high-level officials (almost all from them were corrupted
persons) could not understand why they must provide reforms™,

According to History. General history, Modern history, Class 10; textbook, basic
and advanced levels, later Empress Cixi tried to create reform. hke Emperor Zai Tian,
but not successfully, because it was later and she was die in 19085, She remained
weak China with very conservative and cormupted system. population who did not
believe state and army who wanted changes. but can’t understand how they can do it
All of it was result of govern by Empress Cixi. Clearly, in this situation Qing
Empire could not exist a long time, In Russian textbooks, Empress Cixi considered as
cunning and cruel person, but it is not enough for ruler.

Moreover, her activity was example for Choson. Russian authors of textbooks
(like, in General history. History of the New Age. 18th century: 8 class) did not pay
much attention for Korean history, they only mentioned that Choson staved under
control of China.  paid tribute, imitated Chines  system and  policy, and moved
according policy of Qin Empire, sometimes some Korean scholars tried to use in
Choson the European science and technics, but without good resuls™. Conservator
position in Choson was strong. Korean army stopped several amempts of attack by
groups from western stales, therefore conservators believed that all is ok and state
does not need in reforms. Russian educators did not give examples of the attempts of

the reform in Choson, but we can guess if these attempts had place, they were

became victim for Japanese aggressive policy.

Situation in Japan was different. Reformists was winner in the struggle for
power. Therefore, they started reforms in the state management, economic and society.
As result, Japan very quickly developed and refused from agreements with domination
by Western states. Moreover, Japan created strong army and fleet. Therefore, Western
states could not to attack Japan- clearly, they can win, but with using a great number
of matertal and human resources. For European countries this war can't give profit,
for them will better to press and rob China. As result, Japan started wars against
China too, Korea was occupied. However, reforms is not mean progressive system in
all aspects. Japan was under control of zaibatsu, who create very strong system of
exploiation for not only Japanese., but Koreans and Chinese too, This system
demands new markets of cheap workers and products, but gave many profits too.
Therefore, later Japan occupied Korean Peninsula, attacked Chinese areas and took
part in both World wars.

Modern history, Class 10: texthbook, basic and advanced levels. state has only two
choices- reform or revolution®. Because Chinese conservative officials refused from
reforms, they provoked revelution, which had place in 1911, After 1911 m China
existed several powers, who fought again each other, but can’t give peace and
development, morcover Japan actively attacked China. As result a great number of
Chinese (some tens millions peoples) were die, it was payment for refusal of reform,
United mainland China started to exist only from 1949,

For Korca the refusal of reform became loose of independence for many years.

As we can see, Russian editors of texthooks in contemporary history did not
pay much attention to East Asia. However, their episodes of East Asian history can
give understanding how they consider history of China at first, history of Japan at
second. Clearly, they conducted in political tendencies in the East Asian regions.

Educators consider struggle between reformists and conservators parties, Victory of

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The Description of East Asia in a Vietnamese History Textbooks
for the High School Students

Introduction

The issue of compiling textbooks in general, and History textbooks in particular,
has been topical i Vietnam in the last decade. The discussions generally revolved
around topics such as the position and role of History for high school students, from
which to compile a suoilable set of texthooks for them. Which events need to be
mentioned thoroughly in the textbook content! How should textbook content be
compiled to ensure respect for historical objectivity? In faet, debates about textbook
compilation are not only an issue in Vietnam but in many other countries. Textbooks,
especially History textbooks, are a collection of discovenes from many disciplines and
fields and must receive countless criticism mechanisms from both academic experts
and the general public.!t

During the transition period between the old and new History textbooks, we
have the opportunity to better evaluate the changes in the compilation of textbooks
for high school students in Vietnam. including the changes in the wansmission of
content about Northeast Asian countries in Vietnamese History texthooks. This is also

the primary content we will delve into in this article.

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1. A General View on History Textbooks for Vietnamese High
School Students

Until the 2023-2024 school year, Vietnam uses two sets of textbooks in parallel.
The History textbooks for grades 10 and 11 published and put into wse in high
schools in Vietnam today are a set of books compiled based on the new General
Education Curriculum. This  curriculum  is  issued  according to Circular  No.
JZ208TT-BGDDT  dated December 26, 2018, of the Minister of Education and
Training. Meanwhile, the 12th-grade History textbook sel of the new cuwmriculum is in
the process of being compiled and evaluated. Therefore, 12th-grade students at high
schools in Vietnam in the 2023-2024 school wear use the old textbooks, which are
compiled based on the 2006 General Education Curriculum.  According to  the
schedule, the new 12th-grade History textbooks will replace the old textbooks in the
2024-2025 school year.

It should be noted that, when promulgating the new General Education
Corriculum in 2018, according to Circular No, 322018 TT-BGDDT, the subject of
History was classified as a group of selected subjects. This means that not all high
school students in Vietnam study History in high school. Only students with a career
orientation related to History subject at higher levels will choose this subject.
Accordingly, students only have seven compulsory subjects: Literature; Foreign
language 1; Physical education: National defense and security education: Experiential
activities, career crientation. and Local edocation:®h

However. during the implementation of the new 20185 General Education
Curriculum, the matter of History becoming an optional subject has encountered many
objections from many educational experts as well as the majority of people. Receiving
peoples opinions, during the 3rd Plenary Session of the Culture and Education
Committee of the WNational Assembly of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the
Committee proposed making History a compulsory subject3! After discussions. the

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+ Content: The old books are presented largely according to chronological
principles, with the earliest occurring to current events. The new textbook series
is presented by topic or cross-section instead of a linear presemtation. Therefore,
at the same time, the editor can design many different topics.

+ Regarding the producers: If the old textbook set had only one publisher, Vietnam
Education Publishing House, then ftor the new cwrriculum texthook set. schools
in Vietnam and high school students have more choices for textbooks. Currently,
there are three publishers of high school History texthooks operating together
with three different book series: The Creative Horizon series published by
Vietnam Education Publishing House, the Connecting Knowledge with Life series
published by Vietnam Education Publishing House. and the Kite set, which was
cooperated  to  compile by Vietnam FEducational Equipment and Publishing
Investment Company (VEPIC) in collaboration with Hanoi University of
Education Publishing House, Hue Umiversity of Education Publishing House, and
Ho Chi Minh City University of Education Publishing Houose.

The existence of one curriculum and many sets of textbooks 15 not a new trend
in the world, but it is stll relatively new to Vietnam, demonstrating the update of
Vietnamese education in recent years. Due to the fact that the new textbooks were
put into use shortly and only the textbooks for grades 10 and 11 have been
completed, we need more time to be able 1o evaluate the cffectiveness of the new
textbooks, Criticism  about the new textbooks is inevitable, As Dr. Andy Smart,
education expert consultant for many international organizations such as the World
Bank. UNICEF. USAID, and DANIDA, commented: "According to  experience
working with many countries and in-depth research on educational high schools
curticulum and their textbooks, | find that when a new set of textbooks is put into
widespread use, it is inevitable that there will be complex feedback, especially with
social sciences, like history or language" 3. However, that should not and cannot be

2. Description of Northeast Asian Countries in History Textbooks
for Vietnamese High School Students

MNortheast Asian countries are one of the topics mentioned in the World History
section, designed for Vietnamese high school students. However, there are differences
in the distribution of teaching content about these countries in old and new texthooks;
as such, the load of knowledge for each MNortheast Asian country is not the same.
Among Northeast Asian countries, China and Japan are primarily mentioned in
History teaching content for Vietnamese high school students,

While the old textbooks devoted a separate lesson or at least a section to Japan
and MNortheast Asian countries. in general, in the Basic section. in the new texthooks.
Japan and other Northeast Asian countries are only mentioned in the thematic section
for some students choosing careers related to History.

Content about Japan and China can be presented separately regarding the
historical process from ancient times to modern times and can also be mtegrated into
many other parts of the World History section. For example, Japan appears in content
about the First World War (1914-1918) and the Second World War (1939-1945), and
China appears in content about the system of socialist countries and the Cold War,

Because the |2th-grade History textbook compiled based on the new high school
curriculum has not yet been officially released. we do not mention this topic in this
research article.

The content of the history of Japan, Ching, and other Northeast Asian countries
is also shown in the process of interacting with Vietnamese history in many different

aspects: politncally, economically, eulturally, socially, and military,

* Japan

The content of Japanese history in the old textbooks, as mentioned, is shown
from two perspectives: the development process of Japan and Japan's relationship with
Vietnam, the region, and the world In the old textbook series. Japanese history s

presented in detail from the early nineteenth century to the year 2000,

s Korea

Korea 15 mentioned through the content of the Korean War (1950-1933) in
Lesson 9 [nternational Relations during and after the Cold War period of the old
12th grade History textbook. The amount of knowledge for this content is somewhat
humble; it only mentions some of the main events that led to this war, such as the
United States and Soviet Union occupying North and South Korea and taking the
38th parallel as the boundary line. The two governments, the Republic of Korea and
the Democratic People's Republic of Korea were established in 1948 and 1949,
respectively. The armistice agreement was signed between the two sides on July 27,
1953, The lesson concludes that the Korean War was a "product” of the Cold War

and the first direct confrontation between the two sides.

* General introduction to Northeast Asian countries

The old 12th-grade History textbook also devoted space to presenting Northeast
Asian countries in Lesson 3. The first section of the lesson is a general introduction
to Northeast Asia, such as acreage. population. natuwral resources. and political
characteristics. For example. the total area of Northeast Asia is 102 million square
kilometers, with about 1.47 billion people (in the year 2000). Before World War 11,
Northeast Asian countries, except Japan, were all enslaved by colonialism.

The division of the Korean Peninsula in the context of the Cold War, the
establishment of two governments in the North and South. and the Korean War are
also reviewed in this content.

The lesson also mentions the economic achievements of Northeast Asian

countries. In the second half of the twentieth century. Northeast Asia experienced
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rapid economic growth. and people's lives improved markedly. Of the four Asian
economic "dragons," there are three in Northeast Asia: South Korea, Hong Kong, and
Taiwan. Japan has become the second-largest economy in the world. During the
1980s and 1990s and early vears of the twenty-first century, China's economy had the
fastest and highest growth rate globally.

However, the second part of the lesson is devoted entirely to presenting China
and its development from 1949 to 20010,

Thus, it can be seen that the content of Mortheast Asian history 15 mentioned
and taught in History textbooks for Vietnamese high school students i all threc
grades 10, 11. and 12. However, the level is differentiated due to each country. The

two Northeast Asian countries with the most mention are Jlapan and China

2. Description of China in Vietnamese History Textbooks

Content about Chinese history occupies ample space in the World History
section of both new and old history textbooks. This is rooted in many different
reasons, such as China's role and position in the rerional and world-historical process,
China's influence on countries in the region and the world, and the close relationship

between China and Vietnam in the historical process from ancient times to cuwrrent

It can be seen that when describing China in History textbooks for
Vietnamese high school students, we can study from two aspects:
Chinese History and China's relationship with Vietnam.

* Chinese History

In terms of Chinese history, it is no challenge to examine the differences in the
presentation of the new series texthooks and the old series textbooks, especially the
history of this country in the ancient and medigval periods. The old textbooks were
presented according to the chronological method. that is, presented sequentially
through the feadal dynasties of China, emphasizing prominent dynasties. such as the
Qin and Han dynasties, the Tang Dynasty, and the Ming and Qing dynasties. In
addition, China's cultural achievements during that period are alse mentioned.

In the new textbooks, China's ancient and medieval history is studied mainly from
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the perspective of civilizational history with the typical achievements that this country
achieved in its development process. For example, writing words (writing words were
created very early in the Shang Dynasty), ideology and religion (Confucianism, Taoism,
Buddhism); History (History = Sima Qian); Literature (The Classics, Tang Poetry,
Romance of the Three Kingdoms, Dream of the Red Chamber. Journey to the West);
Architecture (Great Wall, Forbidden City); Scientific and technical inventions such as
printing technique, paper making, gunpowder, and the compass.

Another period in Chinese history introduced in the old |lth-grade texthook is
China from the late nineteenth century to the early twentieth century., The main content
of this lesson 15 about China afier its defeat in the Opium War (1840-1842) and the
signing of the Treatv of Nanjing. which opened the process of transforming China from
an independent feudal country to a colonmized, semi-fendal country, European and
American imperialist countries gradually mvaded and divided China: Germany occupied
the Shandong region; Britain occupied the Yangtze River Delta (Changpang); France
occupied Yunnan, Guangxi, and Guangdong, Russia and Japan occupied the Northeast,

Faced with the invasion of impertalist countries and the compromising attitude of
the Manchu Court, since the mid-nineteenth  century, the Chinese people have
continuously rebelled to fight against colomalism and feudalism: the Taiping Rebellion
led by Hong Xiu Quan (1851-1864); The Wuxu Reform of Liang Qichao and Kang
Youwei (18%8); Yihetuan Movement (1899-1901); The Xinhai Revolution was led by
Sun Yat-sen (1911). The initial wvictory of the Xinhai Revolution led to the
cstablishment of the Republic of China with Sun Yat-sen as President, ending China's
absolute monarchy. However, because the feudal class was not completely eliminated,
feudal and military forces took power in China.

Meanwhile, the new 1lIth-grade History textbook. based on the 2018 high school
curticulum, focuses on another issue in Chinese history, which is the development of
socialism in this country, Regarding this content, there is a slight difference between
the three book series: Connecting Knowledge to Life, Creative Horizons, and Kite.
While the two series, Connecting Knowledge to Life and the Kite. show the process
of building socialism from the period after World War 11 until now, the Creative

Horizon series lumts the content to the range of 199] to the present. However, in
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general, all three books emphasize the main contents of building socialism in China,
such as the birth of the People's Republic of China m 1949 and outstanding
achievements in economics and socialism in China. for example. economics,
science-technology, culture - education, solving social problems, ie, hunger
eradication and poverty reduction since the implementation of reform began in
December 1978 Because this is a newly compiled book, there are a lot of updated

statistics until the vear 2021,

s China in Its Interaction with Vietnamese History

Besides the specific content about Chinese history. China also appears in other
content in the history sections of Southeast Asia and especially Vietnamese history. When
presenting China's fundamental achievements, textbooks all affirm that Chinese Civilization
has strongly influenced neighboring countries, such as Korea, Japan, and Vietnam

In the Vietnam History section, China emerged in two main aspects: Vietmam
receiving and being influenced by China's cultural achievements, and the second part
focusing on military history through liberation wars, uprisings. and resistance wars of
the Vietnamese people against the Chinese fewdal dynasties, and the conflicts and
disputes between the two countries in the contemporary history.

In the first aspect, we can see the strong influences of Chinese civilization on
Dai Viet Civilization in ancient times and the mfluence of Chinese feudalism on
Vietnamese dynasties in the medieval peniod. For example, writing, literature, religion,
feudal state models, and codes,

In the second aspect, China appears through the content of the uprisings of the
Vietnamese people under Chinese rmle and the process of fighting for liberation amd
protecting the independence of the Vietanmese feudal states; some prominent uprisings and
resistance wars are Ham Ba Trung Uprising against the Han Dwnasty (40), Ba Trieu Uprising
against the Ngo Dynasty (248); Ly Bi Uprising agamnst the Liang and Sui Dynasties
{542-544), Phung Hung Uprising against the Tang Dymasty (766-791), Resistance War
against the Southem Han army (938), Resistance War agamst the Song army (981),
Resistance  War  against the Song army  (1975-1977), Resistance War  agamst  the
Mongol-Yuan army (1258, 1285, 1288), Resistance War against the Ming army (1406-1407),
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The event of the Vietnamese-Chinese Border War (1979) i1s mentioned in Lesson
20: Vietnam’s Great National Unity of the set Creative Horizons: however, because
this is not the main content for the new 1Ith-grade History textbook, subseguently, it
has not been detailed. As designed by the 2018 Curriculum, this content belongs to
Grade 12. Because this book has not been released yet, we cammot discuss much
about how the Vietnamese textbook describes this event,

The new content of the textbooks, based on the 2018 high school curriculum, is
to mclude the issue of Vietnam and the East Sea and territorial disputes in the East
Sea, n which China 15 a claimant. All three sets of books provide students with
basic knowledge about the process of establishing Vietnam's sovereignty in the East
Sea, both historically and legally, as well as Vietnam's policy in resolving sovereignty
issues in the East Sea.

In general, all three sets of books study and design lessons with a moderate
amount of knowledge. suitable for the cogmitive level of high school students, and
present historical events objectively. The lessons related to the East Sea also show the
updating trend of the new textbooks, thus ereating conditions for high school students
to understand the complex interactions and relationships of countries regionally and
globally. This provides a basis to debate or learn deeply about contemporary issues,

thereby expressing their perspective on historical issues.

Conclusion

From reviews on the coentent of History textbooks for Vietnamese high school
students, we can draw the following mitial conclusions:

The differences in the amount of knowledge in the old and new texthooks
demonstrate the adaption of History textbooks according to the new orientation and
requirements of Vietmamese education. which is to reduce the knowledge load for
students and develop students' cognitive abilities and independent thinking.

Content allocation for Northeast Asian countries varies significantly in terms of
load and historical periods covered in both the old and new textbooks. China and

Japan are mostly mentioned, among others. This may stem from the influence and
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position of these countries in the region, the world, and Vietnam as well. Similarly. the
space for contemporary Chinese historical issues replaced by modern historical issues in
the new textbooks is also based on the assessment of the influence and importance of
historical cvents toward the historical process of contemporary global history.

The texthooks uses neutral language and present historical events objectively.
The new textbooks were updated with recent data and historical issues, The events
that were once considered sensitive, such as the 1979 Northern border war and
disputes over sovereignty in the East Sea, are included in the new book series, not
only shows that the texthooks respected historical truth but also reveal the contidence
of texthook compilers m the cognitive ahility of the young Vietnamese generation
regarding historical events. From studying history to being able to understand and
respond appropriately to changes in international relations.

The new History texthooks are going in the right direction, which defines
textbook Function accurately m that it is a reference to tell listorical stories and
needs to diversify perspectives by using other reference materials, History is not a
single story told by a single group of people; it is a collection of countless stories
from groups m a society.

In addition, we need to admit frankly the flaws in texthook compilation. It
could be errors in knowledge, spelling errors, and inappropriate load of knowledge
and matenals to the student's level. With an open textbook environment like today,
there will soon be feedback on undesirable things, if any, in new textbooks. It s
important that students and teachers should only use textbooks as a reference channel
instead of narrowing and depending on the knowledge that textbooks provide 1o learn

about historical issucs,

Introduction

has been topical m Vietnam in the last decade. The discussions generally revolved
around topics such as the position and role of History for high school students, from
which to compile a suitable set of textbooks for them.

How should textbook content be
compiled to ensure respect for historical objectivity? In fact, debates about textbook
compilation are not only an issue in Vietnam but in many other countrics.

USAID, and DANIDA., commented: "According to  experience
working with many countries and in-depth research on educational high schools
curriculum and their textbooks, 1 find that when a new set of textbooks is put into
widespread use, it is inevitable that there will be complex feedback, especially with
social sciences, like history or language" 3. However, that should not and cannot be
a reason for us not to compile new textbooks. Cntical opinions should become the
driving force so that every time we reform textbooks. we can have better sets of

"reference materials" for students.

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1. Description of Northeast Asian Countries in History Texthooks for
Vietnamese High School Students

Northeast Asian countries are one of the topics mentioned in the World History
section, designed for Vietnamese high school students. However, there are differences
in the distribution of teaching content aboul these countries in old and new textbooks;
as such, the load of knowledge for each MNortheast Asian country is not the same,
Among Northeast Asian countries, China and Japan are primarily mentioned in
History teaching content for Vietnamese high school students.

While the old textbooks devoted a separate lesson or at least a section to Japan
and Northeast Asian countries, in general, in the Basic section, in the new texthooks,
Japan and other Northeast Asian countries are only mentioned in the thematic section
for some students choosing careers related to History.

Content about Japan and China can be presented separately regarding the
historical process from ancient times to modern times and can also be integrated into
many other parts of the World History section. For example, Japan appears in content
about the First World War (1914-1918) and the Second World War (1939-1945), and

China appears in content about the system of socialist countries and the Cold War.

The content of the historv of Japan. China, and other Northeast Asian countries
is also shown in the process of interacting with Vietnamese history in many different

aspects: politically, economucally, eulturally, socially, and military.

* Japan

The content of Japanese history n the old textbooks, as mentioned, 15 shown
from two perspectives: the development process of Japan and Japan's relationship with
Vietnam, the region, and the world,

In the old textbook series, Japanese history is presented in detail from the early
mineteenth century to the year 2000,

In the grade 11 textbook, the lesson Japan refers to the development period
from the nineteenth ecentury to the early twenticth century, The main contents
conveyed nclude:

+ The crisis of the Tokugawa shogunate in the mid-19th century and military
pressure from Western countries, the United States demanded that Japan open
its doors at first.

+ The movement to fight against the Shogun and the collapse of the Shogunate
regime. In January 1868, Emperor Meiji ascended the throne and implemented
a series of progressive reforms to bring Japan out of its status as a backward
feudal country. This reform, known as the Meiji Restoration, ocowrred in all
fields: politics, economics, military, and education.

+ In the last 30 wears of the nineteenth century, especially after the
Sino-Japanese War (1894-1895), capitalism developed rapidly in Japan.

+ Economic development created conditions for Japan to implement a policy of
invasion and expansion. Japan transitioned to the imperialist stage, associated
with wars of aggression: Taiwan War (1874), Sino-Japanese War (1894-1895),
and imperialist war: Russia-Japan War (1904-1905), Victories in these wars

brought Japan many beneficial treaties of land and finance. accelerating
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economic development.

t Despite moving towards capitalism, Japan still maintained feudal land
ownership. The aristocracy. especially the Samurai, still had preat political
advantage. They advocate building Japan with military power. That situation
made the Japanese empire characterized by militaristic imperialism,

Also, in the [lth-grade History textbook, Lesson 14 presented the situation of

Japan between the two world wars time (1918-1939) with the following main points:

+ Japan is the only country in Asia classified as a capitalist power,

+ After World War I, due to the decline in the economic capacity of European
capitalist countries. Japan had the conditions to increase commeodity production
and exports, accelerating economic growth,

+ However, economic development in Japan lacks stability. In 1929, the collapse
of the LLS. stock market led to a great depression of capitalism, in general,
causing the Japanese economy to decline severely. The economic crisis leads
to many political and social instability,

+ To overcome the crists and solve difficulties caused by the lack of raw
materials and commodity consumption markets, the Japanese authorities advocate
militarizing the state apparatus, waging wars of aggression, and expanding Jand
ahroad. Jupan stepped up s war of aggression against China. In September
1931, Japan mvaded Northeast China and turned this entire rich land into a
colony, In 1933, Japan set up a puppet govemnment, placing Puyi - China's last
emperor - as head of the so-called "Manchukuo”. Northeast China became the
springboard for new military adventures of the Japanese army. Japan became a
furnace of war in Asia and the world.

In lesson 16 of the old 1lth-grade History textbook, Japan is analyzed as a
primary factor leading to World War [I (1939-1945) and the spread of the war to the
Pacific region and Southeast Asian countries. There has been many debates regarding
Japan's participation in this war, especially the event of the US. dropping two atomic
bomb: on the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki (  August [945)
Accordingly, there are two main lines of debate: with the damage that the Japanese

people have suffered from this bombing, should Japan be recognized as a victim of
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war, or is it the price to pay for their aggression that caused this world war. or in
other words, as Eisuke Saito used, it was the act of bombing to liberate.”! Describing
Japanese events during World War 1. Vietnamese texthooks use neutral words,
providing basic facts for students to have data and make their judgments instead of
imposing a pomt of view or way of thinking,

The following contents of Japan after World War 11 to the year 2000 are shown

in Lesson 8 of the 12th grade History textbook. old series.

+ The defeat of the Fascist side in World War II. of which Japan was a
primary representative. led to severe consequences for Japan. Three million
people died and went missing, 40% of urban areas, 80% of ships, 34% of
industrial machinery were destroyved. and 13 million people were unemploved.
The disaster of hunger and cold threatened the entire country of Japan.

+ On behalf of Allied forces, the US. occupied Japan from 1945 1o 1952,
However, the Japanese Government was still allowed to exist and operate
During this time, Japanese milfarism was eliminated, and economic reforms
were implemented. Relying on policy Aexibility and U8, aid, by 1950-1951,
Japan had restored its cconomy to pre-war levels.

+ The Japanese cconomy had rapid development in the 1950s and 1960s,
especially the period 1260-1973, which is considered a period of miraculous
development ol the Japanese economy with economic growth rates in the
years 1960-1969 increased to 10.8%: in the period 1970-1973, although the
rale decreased, it still reached an average of 7.8%/year. Thanks to that, Japan
became one of the three major cconomic and financial centers of the world,
along with the US. and Western Europe,

+ Due to the impact of the world energy crisis, from 1973 onwards, the Japanese
economy often had short periods of recession. However, since the second half
of the 1980s. Japan has become the world's number one financial superpower,

with gold and foreign currency reserves three times that of the US. and 1.5

times that of the Federal Republic of Germany, and Japan is also the world's
largest creditor.

In the 1990s, Japan continued to maintain its position as one of the three major
economic and financial centers of the world. During this time, Japan also achieved
outstanding achievements in science -and technology, especially space science, thanks
to effective cooperation with the Soviet Union and the United States. In terms of
politics, atter 38 consecutive years of ruling power (1955-1993), from 1993 to 2000,
the government in Japan belonged to opposition parties or coalitions of different
parties. In foreign policy. Japan maintains a close alliance with the United States
while attaching importance to relationships with Western European countries and
expanding partnerships  globally, focusing on  developing relationships with  other

countries in Southeast Asia.

* Korea

Korea is mentioned through the content of the Korean War (19530-1953) in
Lesson 90 [Imternational Relations during and after the Cold War period of the old
12th grade History textbook. The amount of knowledge for this content is somewhat
humble; it only mentions some of the main events that led to this war, such as the
United States and Soviet Union occupying North and South Korea and taking the
38th parallel as the boundary line. The two governments, the Republic of Korea and
the Democratic People's Republic of Korea were established in 1948 and 1949,
respectively. The armistice agreement was signed between the two sides on July 27,
1953, The lesson concludes that the Korean War was a "product” of the Cold War

and the first direct confrontation between the two sides.

* General introduction to Northeast Asian countries

The old 12th-grade History textbook also devoted space to presenting Northeast
Asian countries i Lesson 3. The first section of the lesson is a general introduction
to Northeast Asia, such as  acreage, populstion, natural resources. and  political
charactenistics. For example, the total area of Northeast Asia is 102 mullion square

Lilometers, with about 1.47 billion people {in the year 2000), Before World War I,
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Northeast Asian countries, except Japan, were all enslaved by colonialism.

The division of the Korean Peminsula in the context of the Cold War, the
establishment of two governments in the North and South. and the Korean War are
also reviewed in this content,

The lesson also mentions the economic achievements of Northeast Asian
countries. In the second half of the twentieth century, Northeast Asia experienced
rapid economic growth, and people's lives improved markedly. Of the four Asian

economic "dragons." there ate three in Northeast Asia: South Korea, Hong Kong, and

Taiwan. Japan has become the second-largest economy in the world. During the
19805 and 1990s ‘and early vears of the twenty-first century, China's economy had the
fastest and highest growth rate globally.

However, the second part of the lesson is devoted entirely to presenting China
and its development from 1949 1o 2000,

Thus, it can be seen that the content of Northeast Asian history is mentioned
and taught in History textbooks for Vietnamese high school students in all three
grades 10, 11, and 12. However, the level is differentiated due to each country. The

two Mortheast Asian countries with the most mention are Japan and China.

1. Description of China in Vietnamese History Textbooks

Content about Chinese history occupies ample space in the World History
section of both new and old history texthooks. This is rooted in many different
reasons, such as China's role and position in the regional and world-historical process,
China's influence on countries in the region and the world, and the close relationship
between China and Vietnam in the historical process from ancient times to current.

The above table implies some points as follows:
The textbooks are compiled based on the general requirements of the History curriculum

issued by the Mimstry of Education and Traming of Vietnam [Fach set of textbooks can
design different lessons but must ensure the requirements for cach lesson, Therefore, in
general, the guantitative knowledge of all three new science hooks is quite similar.

[n addition, listing the lessons above also shows us that the content of Chinese
History is highly frequented in Vietnamese History textbooks. To have a more
specific comparison, we can go into the detailed content of the lessons,

First, it can be seen that when describing China in History textbooks for
Vietnamese high school students, we can study from two aspects: Chinese History

and China's relationship with Vietnam.
« Chinese History
In terms of Chinese history, it s no challenge to examine the differences in the

presentation of the new series textbooks and the old series textbooks, especially the
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history of this country in the ancient and medieval periods. The old textbooks were
presented  according to the chronological method. that is, presented sequentially
through the feudal dynasties of China. emphasizing prominent dynasties. such as the
Qin and Han dynasties, the Tang Dynasty, and the Ming and Qing dynasties. In
addition, China's cultural achievements during that period are also mentioned.

In the new textbooks, China's ancient and medieval history is studied mainly from
the perspective of civilizational history with the typical achievements that this country
achieved in its development process. For example, writing words (writing words were
created very early in the Shang Dynasty), ideology and religion (Confucianism. Taoism,
Buddhism); History (History — Sima Qian); Literature (The Classics, Tang Poetry,
Romance of the Three Kingdoms, Dream of the Red Chamber, Journey to the West);
Architecture (Great Wall, Forbidden City); Scientific and technmical inventions such as
printing technique, paper making, gunpowder, and the compass.

Another peniod in Chinese history introduced in the old 1lth-grade textbook is
China from the late mineteenth century to the early twentieth century. The main content
of this lesson is about China after its defeat in the Opium War (1840-1842) and the
signing of the Treaty of Nanjing, which opened the process of transforming China from
an independent  feudal country to a colomized, semi-feudal  country,  European  and
American imperialist countries gradually invaded and divided China: Germany occupied
the Shandong region; Britain occupied the Yangize River Delta (Changjiang); France
occupied Yunnan, Guangxi, and Guangdong, Russia and Japan occupied the Northeast.

Faced with the invasion of imperialist countries and the compromising attitude of
the Manchu Court, since the mid-nincteenth century, the Chinese people have
continuously rebelled to fight against colomialism and feudahism: the Taiping Rebellion
led by Hong Xiu Quan (1851-1864) The Wuxu Reform of Liang Chchao and Kang
Youwei (1898); Yihetuan Movement (1899-1901) The Xinhai Revolution was led by
Sun  Yat-zen (1911). The imital vietory of the Xinhai Revolution led to the
establishment of the Republic of China with Sun Yat-sen as President, ending China's
absolute monarchy. However, because the feudal class was not completely eliminated,
feudal and military forces took power in China.

Meanwhile, the new 1lth-grade History textbook, based on the 2018 high school
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curriculum, focuses on another issue in Chinese history, which is the development of
socialism in this country. Regarding this content. there is a slight difference between the
three book series: Connecting Knowledge to Life. Creative Horizons, and Kite. While
the two series, Connecting Knowledge to Life and the Kite, show the process of
building socialism from the period after World War 11 until now, the Creative Horizon
series limits the content to the range of 1991 to the present. However, in general, all
three books emphasize the main contents of building socialism i China, such as the
hirth of the People's Republic of China in 1949 and outstanding achievements in
cconomics and socialism in China, for example, economics, science-technology, culture -
education, solving social problems, 1e. hunger eradication and poverty reduction since
the implementation of reform began in December 1978 Because this is a newly

compiled book, there are a lot of updated statistics until the year 2021.

= Chinag in Its Interaction with Vietnamese History

Besides the specific content about Clinese history, China also appears in other
content n the history sections of Southeast Asia and especially Vietnamese history. When
presenting China's fundamental achievements, textbooks all affirm that Chinese Civilization
has strongly influenced neighboring countries, such as Korea, Japan, and Vietnam

In the Viemam History section, China emerged in two main aspects: Vietnam
receiving and bemng influenced by China's cultural achievements, and the second part
focusing on military history through liberation wars, uprisings, and resistance wars of
the Vietnamese people against the Chinese feudal dynasties, and the conflicts and
disputes between the two countries in the contemporary history.

In the first aspect, we can see the strong mfluences of Chingse civilization on
Dai Viet Civilization in ancient times and the influence of Chinese feudalism on
Vietnamese dynasties mn the medieval period. For example, writing, literature, religion,
fendal state models, and codes.

In the second aspect. China appears through the comtent of the uprisings of the
Vietmamese people under Chinese rule and the process of fighting for liberation amd
protecting the independence of the Vietanmese feudal states; some promunent uprisings and

resistance wars are Hai Ba Trung Uprising against the Han Dynasty (40), Ba Treu Uprising
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against the Ngo Dynasty (248); Ly Bi Uprising against the Liang and Sui Dynasties
(542-544). Phung Hung Uprising against the Tang Dymasty (766-791), Resistance War
against the Southern Han army (938), Resistance War against the Song army (981),
Resistance War against the Song army (1975-1977). Resistance War against the
Mongol-Yuan arnyy (1258, 1285, 1288), Resistance War against the Ming army (1406-1407),

The event of the Vietnamese-Chinese Border War (1979} is mentioned in
Lesson 20 Vietnam's Great National Unity of the set Creative Horizons; however,
because this is not the main content for the new |lth-grade History textbook,
subsequently, it has not been detailed. As designed by the 2018 Curriculum, this
content belongs to Grade 12, Because this book has not been released vet, we cannot
discuss mmuch about how the Viemmamese textbook describes this event. However. as
the requirements of the 2018 General Education Curriculum for History subject clearly
states, “The content of fighting 10 protect the Fatherland from after April 1975 until
now need to impart 1o the students so that they are

- Be able to collect and use historical documents to learn aboutl the struggles to
protect the Fatherland from Apnil 1975 to the present.

- Be able to presemt an  overview of the historical context and  main
developments of the war to protect the Fatherland in the Southwest and
Northern border areas (from afler April 1975 to the 1980s); the swruggle 1o
protect national sovereignty in the northern border area and East Sea from
1979 to present,

The issue detailing the border war between Vietham and China, in the latest
publications of Vietnamese historians, received positive feedback from readers.® The
specific implementation of this content in textbooks also demonstrates a trend of
historical ohjectivity, as well as creating conditions for students to have a
multi-dimensional, comprehensive approach to historical events in a scientific view.
Including the content of border wars in textbooks results from the Ministry of
Education and Training listening to and receiving opinions from experts, researchers,
and the Vietmamese people. As former Deputy Minister of Education and Training
Neuyen Vinh Hien once said: "Through different channels, the Ministry has heard the

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opinions of experts and historians about the need to include the content of wars into
textbooks with appropriate capacity."?

The new content of the textbooks, based on the 2018 high school curriculum,
is to include the issue of Vietnam and the East Sea and territorial disputes in the
East Sea, in which China is a claimant. All three sets of books provide students with
basic knowledge about the process of establishing Vietnam's sovereignty in the FEast
Sea, both storically and legally, as well as Vietnam's policy in resolving sovereignty
issues in the East Sea. Vietnam persists to the perspective that,

"Wietnam advocates resolving disputes in the East Sea through peaceful means
in the spirt of pwtual understanding and respect, in compliance with international
law." Especially m this content, in addition to the main text, the extended knowledge
for students is included in the books with precious materials. For example,

The 11th-grade History textbook Lesson 13: Vietnam and the East Sea, the set
Connecting Knowledge to Life has included the following document in the "Do you
know" part,

At the end of the nineteenth century, the British insurance company demanded

compensation  from China  for failing to ensure maritime  security  when  its

fishermen took goods from the ship Bellona (Germany) that sank in the Paracel

Islands. However. the Manchu povernment refused to compensate on  the

grounds that the Paracel Islands did not belong to China's sovereignty. !0

In general, all three sets of books study and design lessons with a moderate
amount of knowledge, suitable for the cognitive level of high school students, and
present historical events objectively, The lessons related to the East Sea also show the
updating trend of the new textbooks, thus creating conditions for high school students
to understand the complex imteractions and relationships of countries regionally and
globally. This provides a basis to debate or learn deeply about contemporary issues,
thereby expressing their perspective on historical issues.

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Conclusion
From reviews on the content of History textbooks for Vietnamese high school

students, we can draw the following nitial conclusions:

The differences in the amount of knowledge in the old and new textbooks
demonstrate the adaption of History textbooks according to the new orientation and
requirements of Vietnamese education. which 15 to reduce the knowledge load for
students and develop students' cognitive abilities and independent thinking.

Content allocation for Northeast Asian countries varies significantly in terms of
load and historical periods covered in both the old and new textbooks, China and
Japan are mostly mentioned, among others, This may stem from the influence and
position of these countries in the region, the world, and Vietnam as well. Similarly, the
space for contemporary Chinese historical issues replaced by modern historical issues in
the new textbooks is also based on the assessment of the influence and imporance of
historical events toward the historical process of contemporary global history,

The textbooks uses neutral langusge and present historical events objectively.
The new textbooks were updated with recent data and historical issues, The events
that were once considered sensitive, such as the 1979 Northern border war  and
disputes over sovereignty in the East Sea, are included in the new book series, not
only shows thal the texthooks respected historical truth but also reveal the confidence
of textbook compilers in the cognitive ability of the young Vietnamese generation
regarding  historical events, From studying history to being able to understand and
respond appropriately to changes in international relations, OF course, as researcher
Tran Anh Duc once wrote: “History textbooks, whether they like it or not, cannot
completely escape the political influence from the nation/state: they must play a role
in ensuring the delicate halance between knowledge and political power. Regardless of
any social model or institution, whether it belongs to a highly democratic system or a
less democratic system, there is a mechanism that allows the state to intervene in the
compilation of textbooks, specifically history textbooks, This engagement often goes in
the direction of trying to minimize discourse that could harm the general order,
stability, and unity of the nation-state community as well as foreign policy risks."!1}

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History texthooks must establish a path at the boundary between prejudice. bias
classification systems, and even power pressure on the one hand and multiple voices
and tolerant attitudes from social life on the other.

The new History textbooks are going in the right direction, which defines
textbook function accurately in that it is a reference to tell historical stories and
needs to diversity perspectives by using other reference materials. History is not a
single story told by a single group of people; it 18 a collection of countless stories
from groups in a society,

In addition, we need to admit frankly the flaws in texthook compilation. It
could be errors in knowledge, spelling errors, and inappropriate load of knowledge
and materials to the student's level. With an open texthook environment like today,
there will soon be feedback on undesirable things, if any, in new textbooks. It is
important that students and teachers should only use texthooks as a reference channel
instead of nmarrowing and depending on the knowledge that textbooks provide to leam

about historical issues,
