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The Regulation of Operations of Electronic Platforms Under the Law of the PRC On Electronic Commerce

In 2019 Chinese Law “On e-Commerce” entered into force. This legal act regulates various aspects of the business via
online trading platforms and formation of contracts. Considering the fact that China is one of the leading states in the field
of electronic commerce, this article discusses the provisions of named law concerning activities of the e-commerce platform
operators (aggregators). It is shown that in the PRC the e-commerce platform operator is entrusted with the duties of consumers
comprehensive informing about the product (service) trading via platform, including by the creation of a system that allows
displaying consumer reviews. In order to facilitate state control over the sphere of trade, e-commerce platform operators also
record information on goods, services, and transactions. It is concluded by using comparative legal method, that the experience
of the PRC could be used to improve Russian legislation.
